Per Deborah Elston's recommendation in today's Santa Cruz Neighbors email (below), I am
writing to ask that you do not stop towing vehicles with expired registrations and/or with 5 or
more parking tickets.

Parking tickets are the result of parking illegally. Multiple tickets come from repeated illegal
parking. And, cars with expired registrations shouldn't be driven, so there's a chance the driver
broke the law getting to the parking spot - and will definitely break it if they drive the
unregistered car around town.

Sometimes there are scary reasons vehicles aren't registered, such as mechanical issues with
potential environmental or safety impacts - look at many of the decrepit RVs in town, for
examples of environmental impacts.

The Santa Cruz Homeless Union and Food Not Bombs proposes the formation of a self-managed
transitional camp in the area behind Ross. The parcel has been identified as one of a number of
public lands that meets the requirements of the Governor’s executive order.

The Santa Cruz Homeless Union and Food Not Bombs have experience supporting a self managed
transitional camp at this location. (We can be reached at 831-431-7766 or 1-800-884-1136)

A welcoming table will be staffed 24 hours at the entrance. The welcoming staff asked everyone to
sign in and sign out and gave them a copy of the Five Basic Agreements. Everyone is free to come
and go as they wish. A sign with the Five Basic Agreements will be posted at the entrance. The
agreements are based on the rules that had worked to make the homeless managed Dignity Village
in Portland a success.

1. No violence to yourself or others

2. No theft

3. No visible alcohol, illegal drugs or drug paraphernalia on-site or with in a 1-block radius

4. No constant disruptive behavior

5. Everyone must contribute to the operation and maintenance of the camp. Everyone must do a
minimum of 10 hours sweat equity a week.

A camp council made up of one officer of the Santa Cruz Homeless Union and five residence of the
camp will meet each day during the first 30 days. After that the council will meet once a week. A map
of numbered tents will be posted at the welcoming desk along with information on other resources.

At least ADA compliant portable toilet, two hand washing station and five standard portable toilets will
be placed along the paved area inside the fence.

A kitchen with a rodent secure pantry will be setup in an area near the entrance. All cooking will be
done in the common kitchen. Each resident will secure their personal food in a rodent proof plastic of
metal box inside their tent. A water tank with fresh drinking water will be provided to the residents.

Tents will be placed to meet the local fire code. Wheelchair accessible tent sites will run along the
paved area. A wide path to provide for medics will be maintained down the center of the camp.

Bright Vision Solar has agreed to install a solar powered charging station The Association of Faith
Communities agreed to provide a shower trailer.
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A stage and seating area will be installed to facilitate concerts, plays and other cultural events. The
area will also provide a space for the meetings of the camp council, religious services, lectures, co-
counciling, AA meetings, classes, job and housing clinics, workshops and other group activities.

Community members have already agreed to lead a Sunday morning interfaith service and to lead AA
meetings.

A dumpster and recycling area will be placed near the entrance. Residence will not be allowed to
have more than four bike tire rims and a maximum of two bikes which will be locked near the
entrance and a bike maintenance area with bike repair stands.

Propane tanks and stoves can only be placed and used in the common kitchen area. Personal
belongings are to be in each residence’s tent or close to the front door. A self locking storage space
will be installed for items that can not fit inside the residents tent.

A free store and library will be provided.

Two people will staff the welcoming desk making sure everyone feels welcome, signs in and out and
has a copy of the Five Basic Agreements.

A protective screen will be installed along the Caltrans fence to reduce traffic noise and exhaust.

The sweat equity tasks include staffing the welcoming desk, a daily walk through to pick up any
discarded items and asking the other residence if there is anything the camp council can do to
provide support. Other tasks include maintenance of the portable toilets, the kitchen, and assistance
with the needs of other residents.

The camp will provide the daily count of number of residence, number of medical emergency calls,
number of participants in workshops camp sponsored programs and the monthly number of people
transitioning into housing.

A documentary will be filmed and produced to document the progress, problems and solutions.
Residence will have a weekly radio program. The camp will publish a monthly newspaper.

The Santa Cruz Homeless Union will hold a weekly meeting at the camp and provide survival gear
and monthly bus passes.

The residence will vote on the five members of the camp council every six months. The camp council
will address discipline issues to determine if a residence has violated one or more of the Five Basic
Agreements and will be responsible to ask the uncooperative residence to move out.

All residence's dignity and independence will be respected at all times by all other residence.

The Parks and Recreation Department would like to inform you of upcoming meetings regarding the
2020 Beach Management Plan update. The Parks and Recreation Department maintains a Beach
Management Plan which guides beach uses and activities on Main and Cowell Beaches. Every three
to five years the plan is updated and the City needs to obtain a new Coastal Development Permit
from the California Coastal Commission.

In this update, the Parks and Recreation Department is requesting that the California Coastal
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Main and Cowell Beaches Management Plan (BMP)

SECTION I. INTRODUCTION

The City of Santa Cruz is fortunate to have a multitude of natural resources including

several miles of coastal beaches. These Santa Cruz beaches, along with the San Lorenzo River and
the ocean waters of the Monterey Bay, are natural conditions caused by the interaction of river
flows, winds, tides, geologic process and sand drifts. These processes build and erode beaches,
sandbars and ocean bottom trenches, which exist on- and off-shore of the Santa Cruz beaches
and the San Lorenzo River mouth. This management plan is intended to guide the activities of
persons using the natural environment associated with Cowell and Main Beaches in Santa Cruz,
and to manage uses and activities to ensure protection of public access opportunities.

A. Description of Plan Area

For the purposes of this plan, the beach area covered is considered to be the sandy beach areas
immediately adjacent to bay waters from the San Lorenzo River/Railroad Trestle to the western
portion of Cowell Beach. This area includes the beaches adjacent to the Santa Cruz Seaside
Company's Santa Cruz Beach Boardwalk, the Santa Cruz Wharf, and the Dream Inn Hotel. The
beach east or down coast of the Santa Cruz Wharf is named Main Beach; the beach west of the
Santa Cruz Wharf is named Cowell Beach.

This sandy beach area is approximately one mile in length and varies seasonally in width, to as
little as 100 feet wide in some areas during the winter months. The sandy beach sustains heavy
recreational use. The area is entirely open to the general public with multiple pedestrian vertical
access ways and lateral access the full length. Overall, the entire length of shoreline within the
city limits of the City of Santa Cruz has almost 100 percent of potential maximum physical access
open to the public. Access has been greatly increased over the years with the addition of
stairwells, pathways and access ramps.

These beaches are located in an urban setting. The population of the City of Santa Cruz is
approximately 62;8085,000. Many residents visit the local beaches throughout the year. In
addition, the local beaches are inundated with visitors throughout the year, but in particular the
summer months. It is estimated that well over a million people visit Main and Cowell Beaches
per year. The beach area sustains a heavy recreational use.

B. Purpose

The purpose of the 2644-2020 Beach Management Plan (BMP) is to guide the activities of public
agencies and private property owners in use and operations associated with Main and Cowell
Beaches as a means to protect natural resources, provide for public safety, and to maximize the
extent and quality of the recreational experience for the residents of and visitors to the City of
Santa Cruz. This 2020 Beach Management Plan is an update to a long-standing document that
has guided beach activities now for two and a half decades.

The Plan describes the existing permanent and temporary facilities and uses, which occur on an
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ongoing and seasonal basis. It is not a plan for future development or new commercial use of the
beaches. It is designed to identify on-going uses and activities which are "development" under
the Coastal Act and to allow such uses and activities to be authorized by a California Coastal
Commission Coastal Development Permit (CDP). The Plan streamlines interagency processing,
reduces redundancy and provides assurances to applicants. The BMP also provides assurance to
the City, Coastal Commission and private interests to provide clear direction and prevent
misunderstandings.

The Plan guides the uses and activities approved under a Coastal Development Permit. It allows
for flexibility under the existing permit to accommodate minor changes over the planning period,
such as adjustments to programs and operations in response to emerging needs or fluctuations
in beach conditions. As part of this authorization, the City may present minor changes to the uses
and activities broadly described in the Beach Management Plan to the Commission staff. If the
Executive Director of the California Coastal Commission determines that the City’s proposed
changes are reasonable and necessary, do not adversely impact coastal resources, and are in
keeping with the purpose of the Plan and permit, then the changes can be allowed without an
amendment to the overall permit.

The beaches described in the BMP are an integral part of the City's major beach recreation area,
which includes the Santa Cruz Beach Boardwalk, the Santa Cruz Wharf, and supporting beach
commercial and residential uses located in the nearby vicinity. Thus, this plan is best understood
as a part of a comprehensive planning effort envisioned by the City for the beach and its
surrounding area together.

Other City planning documents have been adopted for nearby natural resources including Neary
Lagoon and the San Lorenzo River. These documents include the San Lorenzo Urban River Plan
and the Neary Lagoon Management Plan. The BMP references these documents for policies on
specific interactions with the beach area, but does not include them as a component of this BMP
and does not authorize any development associated with such documents (i.e., they are separate
planning documents that are associated with separate CDP processes).

The Plan outlines the most common practices employed by staff in regular maintenance and
operations duties. It describes and sets parameters for major and minor facilities, provides for
special events, beach related recreational pursuits, support concessions, and educational
opportunities. The City also maintains and is committed to improving access to facilities and its
interpretive and safety signage programs.

C. Planning Process

The City of Santa Cruz General Plan/Local Coastal Program 2005, Parks and Recreation Policy
1.7.3, directed the preparation and implementation of a beach management plan for Main and
Cowell Beaches including all properties public and private. The intent was to address use and
activity in the beach area, including drainage onto the beach, litter control and beach
maintenance, lagoon levels at Neary Lagoon, special events coordination, distribution of
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recreational uses, handicapped access and interpretive signing to ensure safe public access and
protection of environmentally sensitive areas. Policy 1.7.3 also provided that future land division
of properties, which includes sandy beach area, shall contain use restrictions consistent with the
BMP.

The BMP was first approved in 1995 by the California Coastal Commission (CDP 3-95-043) and
has been updated multiple times since then, most recently in 2014%. On Jure-16,2011November
13, 2014, the California Coastal Commission conditionally approved a Coastal Development
Permit (CDP App. No. 3-11-027-A1) for the implementation of the 2041-2014 BMP for a three
five-year period ending in #une20t4November 2019. The 202204 BMP updates the 20141 BMP
and covers the next five-year implementation period.

D. Jurisdictions

Santa Cruz County Assessor's parcel records indicate four property owners have deeded lands
within or directly fronting the BMP area: the City of Santa Cruz, the Santa Cruz Seaside Company,
the Santa Cruz Beach Hotel Partners, LLC, and James Gilbert. Most of the Santa Cruz City lands
were granted to the City by State Lands pursuant to Chapter 342 of the statutes of 1872. For
areas where the State Lands boundary is in dispute, no formal determination has been
undertaken by the State Lands Commission and the assessor's parcel maps and deeds cannot be
assumed to legally reflect property ownership. The City also has a recreational easement over a
large portion of the sandy beach area parcels, which are shown on Assessor's Parcel Maps as
under the fee title ownership of the Santa Cruz Seaside Company.

All of the BMP area is within the Coastal Commission’s original CDP jurisdiction. Hence, as
currently identified, the beach sand areas are public trust lands, and the Coastal Commission
retains CDP authority.

Other public entities which do or may have jurisdiction over various development or activities in
the BMP area include the State Regional Water Quality Control Board, State Lands Commission,
California Department of Fish and Wildlife, U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, U.S. Fish and Wildlife
Service, National Marine Fisheries Service, and the Monterey Bay National Marine Sanctuary.

SECTION Il. BEACH MAINTENANCE OPERATIONS

The majority of City operations on the City's beaches are maintenance operations performed by
the City’s Parks and Recreation Department. The City also maintains an agreement with the Santa
Cruz Seaside Company for cooperative beach maintenance. This agreement is reviewed each
spring with representatives from each entity. Occasionally, at the request of the Parks and
Recreation Department, other departments or private businesses perform limited services on the
beaches.

The most common maintenance operations include regular beach and facility cleaning and
upkeep and installation of recreational, accessibility and safety equipment. Public facilities
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include public restrooms, which are located at the Cowell Beach parking lot and the east side of
the Ideal Bar and Grill Restaurant on Beach Street. They are maintained by the City and are
available for public use. The Beach Street restrooms and the Cowell Beach restrooms are open
year round.

Access to the beach for visitors with physical limitations is maintained through a combination of
access ramps and specialized equipment. A permanent ramp, located at the entrance to Cowell
Beach, starts at the parking lot and extends out toward the ocean for approximately 50 feet. A
temporary ramp is typically installed at the end of the permanent ramp from May-April through
October depending on the surf and weather conditions. The ramp extends from the permanent
ramp towards the ocean, ending near Lifeguard Tower 1. Specialized "surf chairs" (wheelchairs
designed to move on the sand) are located at Lifeguard Towers 1 and Lifeguard Headquarters
when personnel are on duty.

The Santa Cruz Seaside Company installs a_handicap accessibler access walkway ramp-as-partof
theirapproved-developmentofapublic/picnicdeckat the west end of the Boardwalk. It extends

from the handicap accessible ramp near Beach Street, on the west side of the Casino, across the
sandy beach for approximately 70 feet south towards the ocean and 230 feet east to the

colonnade. The seasonal walkway is installed from Spring Break through October 31. Fhewest

A. Regular Maintenance Operations

City of Santa Cruz: Regular maintenance of the majority of the sandy beach area and facilities is
the responsibility of the City. Limited regular maintenance occurs during the late fall, winter and
early spring months. Staff is added and maintenance operations increase during the late spring
and summer high use season. Most cleaning, general work, and installation of safety and
recreational equipment occur in the morning hours before 11 a.m.

The primary duties include:

e Litter removal;

e Small debris removal;

e Restroom cleaning;

e Graffiti removal,;

e Sweeping/cleaning walkways;

e Recreational equipment upkeep (Lifeguard towers, volleyball courts);

e Installation and removal of the access ramp at Cowell Beach-and-atthe-west-end-ofthe
SoratrreBeapav i Main-Beaen;

e Leveling and contouring of sand for volleyball tournaments and other similar recreational
uses where sand is displaced; and

e Maintaining planted areas including tree wells, medians and landscaped areas.







Main and Cowell Beaches Management Plan (BMP)

Both manual labor and mechanized equipment are used to accomplish the duties. The methods
include but are not limited to:

e Hand-picking litter;

e Garbage removal by 4x4 vehicle;

e Garbage removal by small tractor trailer/loader;

e Sand sifting machinery;

e Recreational and safety equipment installation and removal by tractor/4x4 vehicle
including but not limited to Lifeguard Towers, handicap access ramp, and volleyball
courts;

e 4x4 vehicle general maintenance (towing/mechanical services if a vehicle breaks down or
becomes stuck);

e Sand leveling/smoothing by loader/sand sifting machinery (in and among volleyball
courts, and near the San Lorenzo River but no closer than 100 feet to its banks, except to
maintain the accessibility of the City’s eastern emergency/maintenance vehicle
accessway);

e Leaf blowers; and

e Pressure washer.

Santa Cruz Seaside Company: Other maintenance duties are performed by the Santa Cruz
Seaside Company. Beach maintenance performed by the Santa Cruz Seaside Company extends
from the San Lorenzo River to the west end of the Casino Building_on a seasonal basis. This
consists of removing trash and other artificial debris from the beach and emptying garbage cans
(depending on the time of the year, there can be approximately 80 cans on the beach), sifting
the above mentioned area for removal of smaller debris, and removal of sand buildup along the
Santa Cruz Boardwalk frontage typically after a period of sustained onshore winds and/or storm
activity.

The methods used include but are not limited to:

e Garbage removal by 4x4 vehicle or small tractor trailer;

e—|nstallation, maintenance, removal and storage of a seasonal (Spring Break through
October 31) handicap accessible walkway on the beach in front of the Casino;

e Front end loader; and

e Sand sifting machinery.

Maintenance, Grooming, and Monitoring: All regular maintenance operations, both those of the
City and the Santa Cruz Seaside Company, that involve sand grooming, leveling, contouring,
smoothing, sifting, and similar sand manipulation using machinery istmited-to-meoernirgsprimarily
occurs before 11 a.m., and shall not include any sand area within 100 feet of the San Lorenzo
River or its lagoon, except to maintain the accessibility of the City’s eastern
emergency/maintenance vehicle and pedestrian accessway. This accessway shall remain cleared
at all times and will not impede the natural flow of the river, and vehicles using this accessway
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are prohibited from entering the river itself. All such operations shall be undertaken in a manner
that limits public recreational use impacts as much as possible.

B. Seasonal Debris Removal Operations

The San Lorenzo River and upcoast watersheds often deposit large quantities of debris on the
beaches after large storms and runoff. While this debris is generally small branches and logs, it
may also include trees, pilings, construction materials, tires, and other debris. This debris is
typically deposited throughout the winter months. The City schedules a yearly beach cleaning,
typically in the early spring, after the last major storms pass through but before spring break.
Additional major debris removal may be necessary depending on weather conditions.

The debris ear-pose apetential-public safety concerns preblem-and should be removed prior to
the high use season. Whether as a floating hazard in the surf line or as an obstacle on the beach,
the debris is incompatible in the primary recreation area of the City and surrounding region.

Removal of the debris requires the use of heavy equipment on a seasonal basis. Most commonly,
the task is performed by the City’s Parks and Recreation and Public Works Departments. If the
volume is exceptionally high, the City may opt to contract with outside companies for removal.

Typically, the removal of this debris takes from one to two weeks. At this time contouring of the
beach may also occur. Specifically, the beach may be smoothed out to eliminate large berms or
gullies that have formed, as well as the removal of large deposits of sand that have built up and
blocked stairs (e.g., leading from the beach onto the boardwalk) or other permanent structures.
Contouring does not include restructuring to control the natural discharge or to breach the sand
berm of the San Lorenzo River. The most common pieces of equipment used are:

e Front loaders;

e Tractors;

e Dump trucks;

e Sand sifters; and
e Beach rakes.

From time to time, special pieces of equipment such as saws or cranes may be required.

All seasonal debris removal operations and any additional major debris removal necessary
throughout the year, depending on weather conditions, shall be undertaken in a manner that
minimizes coastal resource and public recreational use impacts as much as possible. All debris
removal operations shall not take place in any area within 100 feet of the San Lorenzo River or
its lagoon, except to maintain the accessibility of the City’s eastern emergency/maintenance
vehicle and pedestrian accessway or to remove large trees, pilings, construction materials, tires,
and other debris. No removal of trees shall take place in the river itself.
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C. Marine Mammal Removal

Dead or diseased marine mammals frequently wash up on City's beaches. Hurt or diseased
animals are referred to Native Animal Rescue or Marine Mammal Rescue. The Parks and
Recreation Department is responsible for disposal of dead animals to maintain the health and
safety of the beach area.

D. Kelp Removal

Due to the geography of the area and natural oceanic processes, kelp (Macrocystis and
Nereocystis) and other seaweeds tends to wash ashore in significant quantities. Typically, such
kelp mounds together in large entangled mats, oftentimes forming a distinct wrack line at the
high tide line. Such kelp has historically been removed from the beach area because it detracts
from beach recreational use, both in terms of direct displacement of useable beach area as well
as degrading recreational use values (e.g., increased brine flies). However, beach kelp hasbeen
knewn—te—provides habitat and food for an abundance of invertebrate, brine flies, beetles,
shorebirds and other animals. Numerous studies on kelp and wrack have shown the importance
that it can play in this regard in terms of overall beach ecology. However, the degree to which
kelp and wrack contribute to such beach ecologies is complex, dependent on many location
specific criteria, and differs from beach to beach. For example, kelp and wrack at more remote
beaches with less human presence and manipulation tends to interact favorably with other
ecological factors to result in a typically higher ecological value than more urban beaches
(including more shorebird activity, etc.). At Main and Cowell Beaches the near continuous
presence of visitors recreating in the summer season is perhaps the most significant factor
affecting the presence or absence of shorebirds and other animals on these beaches as opposed
to the presence of kelp/wrack itself.

Therefore in the-summer high use season between t-he—weekenels—ef—M-emeHaJ—Day—a-nel—Ea-beF

Aprll and October, removal of kelp from the dry, sandy areas above the wrack Ime (above the

high tide line) of the beach will-be is allowed as necessary to limit impacts of high fly populations
and large beach displacement areas on beachgoers. The most extensive kelp removal will occur
between Memorial Day and Labor Day when beach use is at its peak. The City believes that such
kelp removal is the most appropriate balance between the public recreation benefits afforded to
beachgoers and the ecological benefits that kelp provides. No kelp will be removed for these
reasons between LaberDay-and-the-start-of-the-Memeorial-Bay-wNovember and Marcheekend
(other than incidental removal during ordinary grooming as outlined in Section Il (A): Regular
Maintenance Operations or to clear sections of the beach when large kelp deposits prevent public
access or create safety issues). Thus, the City intends to remove kelp to meet these beach
recreational use objectives in the dry sandy area (i.e., above the high tide line) during the summer
high use season where all such kelp removal activities istmited-to-rmerningswill primarily occur
before 11 a.m., and shall not include any sand area within 100 feet of the San Lorenzo River or
its lagoon, except to maintain the accessibility of the City’s eastern emergency/maintenance
vehicle and pedestrian accessway. All such activities shall be undertaken in a manner that limits
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public recreational use impacts as much as possible.

E. Bird Habitat

Despite Main and Cowell Beaches historical use as the most popular recreational beach in the
region, the sandy beach area provides habitat to numerous species of resident and migratory
birds. Heavy recreational use limits potential nesting opportunities for breeding shorebirds, but
the dynamic nature of the littoral zone provides year-round food sources for various species of
shorebirds and seabirds. Nutrients are added to sand through the decomposition of deposits of
wrack in the upper intertidal zone and plankton in the lower intertidal zone. This supports beach
hoppers (Megalorchestia californiana), kelp flies (Coelopa vanduzeei), sand crabs (Emerita
analoga) and other invertebrate species which feed in and around the intertidal zones and are
preyed upon by birds.

As described above, the City leaves kelp below the high tide line and only removes kelp from
above the high tide line during the high use season. The City also does not allow pets on the
beach and removes trash and litter on a daily basis.

E-F.Parameters for Ongoing and Seasonal Maintenance Activities:

1. The Parks and Recreation Department shall advise other City Departments and shall
stipulate in all contracts and agreements with non-City groups that operations or activities
that affect the beach area as outlined in the BMP must be undertaken consistent with the
Plan. A copy of the Plan or relevant sections of the Plan shall be given to operators.

2. All mechanized equipment shall enter and exit the beach at 3-three access ramps: the
Cowell Beach ramp; the Westbrook ramp; and the 3rd Street Parking Lot ramp (known as
the eastern emergency/maintenance vehicle and pedestrian _accessway). Except for
specific equipment that is explicitly identified to be located on the beach in the BMP, no
equipment shall be stored on the sandy beach area.

3. All equipment shall be fueled offsite and shall be inspected prior to entering the beach to
assure that there are no fluid leaks present. If fluid leaks are detected, such leaks will be
repaired before the equipment may enter the beach area.

4. All beach area equipment operators are required to complete the City’s beach safety
driving program a minimum of one time per year.

5. Contouring of the beach along the San Lorenzo River, its sandbar, or artificial breaching
of the sand bar are not a part of this plan and not covered by it. Allowed activities
pursuant to the BMP shall not include any area within 100 feet of the San Lorenzo River
or its lagoon, except to maintain the accessibility of the City’s eastern
emergency/maintenance vehicle_and pedestrian accessway. The Parks and Recreation
Department is not responsible for flood control, breaching or water quality, but
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coordinates with other departments and agencies to assure protection of the public
through signing and beach closure.

6. To the greatest degree possible maintenance activities shall be scheduled to prevent
conflict with access and use of the beach by the public.

7. Debris is ordinarily disposed of at the City landfill. Disposal at other sites within the
Coastal Zone requires a coastal permit. During the spring months, the City may apply for
a burn permit required by the Monterey Bay Air Pollution Control District to burn wood
debris left on the beach from winter storms.

8. The operation of any equipment shall be done with safety as a first consideration.
Dependent on the piece of equipment, the operator will provide the necessary safety
monitors, procedures and equipment to ensure the public safety. In the case of four
wheel drive vehicles, the operators will follow guidelines set by the City's Marine Safety
Division. The Marine Safety Division will assist with any heavy equipment safety
monitoring when requested. Major considerations for safety are: crowd size, weather and

environmental conditions, availability of safety monitors, and job urgency.

9. A wooden deck with bicycle parking racks is seasonally installed on the beach near the
Cowell Beach ramp during the busy months, typically from April to October.

G. Miscellaneous Activities

The Santa Cruz Seaside Company semetimes—removes—old—and—instals—new-rides—anrd-may do
permitted construction projects that require equipment access across the beach. Heavy
equipment may be used for short periods of time from a few hours to several days. Equipment
used sometimes includes, but is not limited to, cranes, front-end loaders, and tractors.

These installation/removal/construction processes are allowed by this BMP, butP—But only in
conjunction with projects reviewed and approved by the City and the Coastal Commission (i.e.,
the beach area are-located in the Commission’s retained CDP jurisdiction). It is the policy of the
City that beach access for equipment shall be reviewed as part of the larger projects and shall
follow the parameters of the BMP policies of the LCP. The City permit shall require the permittee
to be responsible for the implementation of a safety program that provides for the safety of the
public and staff while operations are conducted in the area listed in the permit.

SECTION lll. SAFETY FACILITIES AND OPERATIONS
The City of Santa Cruz Fire Department’s Marine Safety Division implements regular and seasonal
Marine Safety operations along Main and Cowell Beaches, including lifeguard coverage on spring

weekends, summer months and fall weekends; off season rescue assistance by the division’s
Marine Rescue Unit and the Fire Department’s Rescue Swimmers; and response to various
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aquatic emergencies using a combination of Lifeguard vehicles, Fire apparatus for cliff rescue,
personal watercraft (PWC’s) and other lifesaving equipment.

The central operations for the Marine Safety Division are located in Lifeguard Headquarters,
which is the first building on the Santa Cruz Wharf. Most division equipment, vehicles, boat and
supplies are stored there. A central lifeguard tower is located upstairs, with communication
capability to all Lifeguard Towers, Police, Fire, Harbor Patrol, Boardwalk Security and other
related agencies. This building also houses staff locker rooms and offices.

The Marine Safety Division is integral to the safe operation of the beach for the public. By
monitoring the areas of rescue and medical aid, the City strives to provide a safe and enjoyable
recreational opportunity for all. The division functions with a number of different tools to achieve
the City's goals including:

e 4 wheel drive emergency vehicles;

o ATVs;
e Lifeguard towers;
o PWoCs;

e Safety signage;

e Public address systems;

e Vehicle access ramps and lanes; and
e Communication systems.

Five lifeguard towers are positioned along the Main Beach. They are generally installed each
spring and removed in the fall. Tower 1 is stored at the back of the beach next to the Dream Inn
Hotel, and Towers 2 through 5 are stored on the sand along the Boardwalk at the back of the
beach (see Attachment A). A greater or lesser number of towers may be installed at the discretion
of the Fire Captain assigned to the Marine Safety Division. Tower use-staffing and placement is
driven by public safety needs and beach use patterns.

Service—Emergency response vehicles can access the beach at three points: Cowell Beach,
Westbrook ramp and the Third Street parking lot (which serves as the City’s eastern
emergency/maintenance vehicle and pedestrian accessway), whichever is closest to the area in
which work is being conducted. City staff generally works in pairs when operating equipment and
when working in vehicles. One employee operates the machinery while the other assists in safety
precautions such as spotting for members of the public, marking off areas in which work will take
place and monitoring the movement of the equipment. Since each operation varies depending
upon the location, beach attendance and beach conditions, the methods used to ensure safety
will vary accordingly. However, the City is constantly adjusting to make the beach as safe as
possible not only for the public but for employees as well.

The Police Department also patrols and responds to calls for service on Main and Cowell Beaches.
The Park Ranger Unit patrols the beach during the high season use period.

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SECTION IV. CITY RECREATIONAL/EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMS

The City runs two recreational/educational programs on Main and Cowell Beaches: Junior
Lifeguards and Recreation classes. To ensure beach availability for general public use, it is City
policy that Recreational/Educational Programs will at no time restrict more than 20 percent of
the total beach area and shall be confined as much as possible to minimize impacts on general
beach recreational use. These programs are a service to the community and generate limited
revenue, which is returned to the City’s general fund.

A. lJunior Lifeguard Program

The City runs a Junior Lifeguard program for approximately nine weeks in the summer. This
program enrolls more than 1,000 children ages 6 through 17 years. Classes are scheduled
morning and afternoon between 9 a.m. and 4 p.m., Monday through Friday. The Junior Lifeguard
Headquarters is located at the edge of the Cowell Beach parking lot, next to the Dream Inn Hotel.
Program equipment is stored in the Junior Lifeguard Building, which is located in the Cowell
Beach parking lot. During the season, a supply trailer and vehicle are often parked in the lot near
the building during program times. The bqumg also serves as a central check-in for Ilfeguards
assigned to the program. i
the—pa—bhc—tl%eagheu—t—t—he—ye&r—The Junlor Llfeguard Program also prowdes support features on
the beach, such as obstacles, shade structures, an aesthetically appropriate storage container,
and other amenities which are commonly used by lifeguard programs on California beaches. The
Junior Lifeguard program operates primarily on Cowell Beach.

B. Beach Recreational Classes

The City offers a variety of beach oriented recreational classes to the community, including
volleyball, surfing, and kayaking classes. Volleyball classes take place on the public courts on Main
Beach while surfing and kayaking classes are taught on Cowell and Main Beaches. Generally, the
classes are scheduled from March through October and structured so they do not interfere with
the public's use of the areas. These classes are conducted by qualified instructors who are
independent contractors and have an approved permit as required by the City’s Municipal
Ordinance Code and commercial liability insurance. This BMP does not govern nor authorize the
management of such classes when such activities take place in the ocean and the City is generally
not authorized to prevent other public or not-for-profit group activities on the beach.-

C. City Volleyball Courts

The City will maintain up to eighteen-twenty volleyball courts for public use, sixteen-eighteen on
Main Beach and two on Cowell Beach. The volleyball courts will be configured to minimize the
space between courts, and will be located within the same footprint as previous years. The courts
may be reserved for private use as all temporary events are scheduled (See Section VI: Special
and Temporary Events Coordination). In order to ensure beach availability for general public use,
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beach volleyball courts are restricted to designated areas on Main and Cowell Beaches. Any
reserved private use of these courts counts toward the one-third limit imposed on the City for
special and temporary events (See Section VI: Special and Temporary Events Coordination). The
volleyball courts will not be seasonally lit unless approved by the California Coastal Commission
as part of a separate Coastal Development Permit.

SECTION V. COMMERCIAL USES, PUBLIC AND PRIVATE

The beach area also is the scene of public/private commercial recreation activities. Many of these
activities have been recognized by the City, subject to local and state law governing such
activities. In particular, in 1933, the City and the Santa Cruz Seaside Company entered into an
agreement related to ownership of the beach. At that time a zone was created on City property
(roughly 150 feet in width) from the Santa Cruz Seaside Company’s property towards the ocean.
This Recreational Easement Zone extends from the San Lorenzo River to the beach area at the
end of Main Street. The agreement states neither the City nor the Santa Cruz Seaside Company
may use this area for commercial purposes, only recreation. Typical events that occur in this zone
include free concerts and movies at the seasonal bandstand, volleyball tournaments, company
picnics, races, special group events, and recreation programs. These uses are subject to any land
title restrictions, property ownership and agreements such as the "1933 Recreation Easement"
established on the Main Beach.

The BMP addresses historically permitted and allowed permanent and ongoing seasonal
commercial uses. New commercial uses beyond the scope of the Plan require the City of Santa
Cruz, California Coastal Commission, and state and federal permits or inputs, as appropriate.

A. Concessionaire Ocean Equipment Rental Service

The City has entered into an agreement with a private concessionaire to operate an ocean
equipment rental concession. The concession trailer (approximately 21’ long by 8.5’ wide by 10’
high) is dropped off onto the beach and removed daily by a 4x4 vehicle during summer months
(i.e., the Saturday of Memorial Day weekend through Labor Day). In addition to wetsuits, fins,
and boogie boards, this concession also rents surfboards and paddle boards. Such concessionaire
is allowed to operate as long as the operation is providing significant public benefit.

B. The Seaside Company Bandstand

The original bandstand was erected in 1963 and located on the beach in front of the Undertow
ride on the Boardwalk. This bandstand was destroyed in the 1989 earthquake; in its place, the
Santa Cruz Seaside Company erects a seasonal bandstand to be used from spring break through
October 31, The bandstand is an approximately 2,000-square-foot stage and is located in the
same area as the original structure. The bandstand and beach area around the bandstand are
used for a variety of events, including but not limited to: magic shows, bedy-buildingcontests;
Sunday-Sunrise-Services—tanningcontests-Clam Chowder Cook Off, group beach games, music

concerts, Band Review awards, cheerleading competitions, DCARA (Deaf Counseling Advocacy &

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D.C. The Santa Cruz Wharf/Beach Street Promenade Walkway/Ideal Fish Deck Connection

A Coastal Development Permit was approved by the City and the California Coastal Commission
(3-93-47) to develop an approximately 200--foot-wide public walkway/deck that extends from
the Santa Cruz Wharf diagonally along the ocean side of the Ideal Bar and Grill Restaurant to the
Beach Street Promenade. The approximately 8,600-square-foot deck surrounds the restaurant
and the public restrooms and showers and was designed to improve access to the area by
connecting the Santa Cruz Wharf, the Wharf intersection, and Beach Street. The deck has public
tables to accommodate 30 people, along with benches and lighting. Pursuant to the conditions
of CDP 3-93-47, the permittee has dedicated a permanent non-exclusive easement to the
restaurant deck area to the City and the City provided an operational plan for both the restaurant
area and the public area as part of its zoning permit. Approximately 1,800 square feet of the deck
immediately adjacent to the restaurant is reserved for private restaurant use, while the
restaurant is in operation. This area can accommodate approximately 60 people and is
maintained by the restaurant. The walkway/deck surrounding this area is managed-maintained

SECTION VI. SPECIAL AND TEMPORARY EVENTS COORDINATION

Main and Cowell Beaches are the sites of many special and temporary events. Special events, as
they are understood by this BMP, are those events that are held regularly, such as beach
volleyball tournaments. Temporary events, as they are understood by this BMP, are those events
that are not BMP special events and are scheduled throughout the year, such as weddings or any
reserved private use of the City’s volleyball courts. Most special and temporary event permits are
processed by the City Manager’s Office in conjunction with the Parks and Recreation Department
and the Fire Department’s Marine Safety Division. City permits for events must conform to the
City's Municipal Code Chapters 10.64 Commerecial-Events-Public Major Special Events and 10.65
Nen-Commercial-EventsPublic Gathering and Expression to ensure conflicts, overlap and impacts
are minimized. These codes prevent substantial interference with the community's peace and
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safety. andreview-theeventReview and approval of the event is-based on traffic, security, safety,
and-cleanup, and other requirements. In addition to the standards in the Chapters 10.64 and
10.65, special and temporary events are subject to the City’s Zoning Ordinance Section
24.08.230.2 V, which requires that all special and temporary events in the Coastal Zone be
evaluated for exclusion status pursuant to Coastal Commission Guidelines for the Exclusion of
Temporary Events from Coastal Commission Permit Requirements. Under these guidelines,
special and temporary events must be reviewed for, among other things, significant impacts on
general public use of public recreational areas including parking and traffic and fees associated
with the event.

By January 1 of each year (and prior to any event occurring for that year), the City shall provide
to the Executive Director of the Coastal Commission for review and approval a list of all known
special events and any known temporary events pursuant to this BMP. If the Executive Director
of the Coastal Commission needs more information for a given event, then City staff shall provide
a more detailedFereach-event-thelistshallinelude—a narrative description of the event, a site
plan identifying affected beach areas and any associated physical development (beach area
structures shall be accompanied by elevations as well), and all identifying information (including,
but not limited to its duration, expected number of participants, any fees, operating plans,
parking plans, signs, etc.). A schedule of all special events, land and water, is posted on the City’s
or Parks and Recreation Department’s website (http://www.cityofsantacruz.com) as a service to
the public and all relevant agencies. Temporary events, which are non-regular and can be
scheduled at any time during the year, are noticed immediately to the Coastal Commission via
the City’s email distribution list.

Special and temporary events shall only be allowed if they are sited and designed to minimize
impacts on general public recreational use as much as possible (including the requirement that
they do not block lateral access along the lower beach area, nor block access to the beach from
any and all public access points), and events that restrict more than 33 percent of the total beach
area shall be prohibited unless the Executive Director determines that there are special
circumstances and that the additional restriction will not significantly adversely affect general
public recreational use. Only events on the approved list shall be allowed, and any changes to
the approved list shall be submitted to the Executive Director for review and approval subject to
the same criteria identified above. All events that are scheduled after the Executive Director’s
approval of the yearly list referenced above shall be subject to Executive Director approval based
on the same methods above. Any such subsequent event to which the Executive Director has not
responded within five ten working days of receiving the event notification package from the City
shall be deemed approved.

The Parks and Recreation Department shall be responsible for monitoring and maintaining
records of any negative impacts on coastal resources, and shall provide such records to the
Executive Director, along with any irregularities or noncompliance with the permits upon

identification of same.

SECTION VI, fESRCHop o HoL s 0L USE RO Col ML BEACH-AND-BEREA T THE SARTRA
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CRUZ-WHARFBEACH HOURS

The City of Santa Cruz Municipal Code authorizes the Director of Parks and Recreation to establish
hours of operation on the City’s beaches, which are also subject to coastal development
permitting requirements. The Director consults with the Parks and Recreation Commission and
City Council prior to making significant changes, which may also be subject to coastal permitting
requirements. During the Beach Management Plan timeframe, the City of Santa Cruz will ensure
public access to the beaches as described below:

A. Open Hours

The dry sand portions of Main and Cowell Beaches will remain open for public access from a
minimum of one hour before sunrise to midnight. The wet sand portions of Main and Cowell
Beaches will remain open 24 hours a day, except as described under Subsection C, Severe and
Immediate Threat.

B. Closed Hours

The City may close the dry sand portion of Main and Cowell Beaches at night from midnight to
one hour before sunrise to public use. If restrictions are set during the nighttime hours, the public
will still be allowed to cross the dry sand portion of the beach to reach the wet sand portion of
the beach. The wet sand portion of the beach will remain available for public access and use at
any time, except as described under Subsection C, Severe and Immediate Threat. The nighttime
restrictions will not inhibit members of the public from accessing the water or enjoying a variety
of recreational activities on the wet sand portion of the beach 24 hours a day (e.g. jogging,
kayaking, paddle boarding, or surfing, walking, meditating, swimming, sightseeing, nature
observation, etc.).

C. Severe and Immediate Threat Closure

The City may determine that it is necessary to completely close-off all public access to the
beaches to protect public health and safety when there is a severe and immediate threat, such
as if there is a tsunami warning or widespread contamination. Under this unlikely occurrence,
the short-term closure will be lifted as soon as the threat has subsided. This type of closure will
not be used for any other purpose other than to protect public health and safety from a hazard.
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SECTION VIIl. SIGNING PROGRAM

Enforcement and safety signage has been placed at all access points to the beach. These signs
delineate the rules and laws on the beach and basic ocean safety principles. Additional signage
for locations of rest rooms, disabled access, specific safety issues and acknowledgement of beach
improvement contributions will be placed as needed, subject to Executive Director approval.

SECTION IX. FLOOD AND DRAINAGE DISCHARGE OPERATIONS

The City Parks and Recreation Department performs most of the regular operations on the City's
beaches, but the City Public Works Department also has an impact through regular operations,
which fall under its jurisdiction. These operations range from flood and drainage control to debris
removal. Not all functions are performed by the City's Parks and Recreation Department or Public
Works Department; the City may also utilize contracted service operations for public works type
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functions.

Drainage may flow onto Main and Cowell Beaches from many points and sources—{e-g—frem

Beardwalk}. Management of major drainage flows is generally addressed upstream through plans
developed by other public entities and separate from this BMP. The relevant parts of these plans
as they relate to the Beach Management Plan area are discussed in A and B below. Private
property sourced drainage is addressed in C below.

A. San Lorenzo River.

By far the most significant water flow through Main Beachthe-Citys-beach is the San Lorenzo
River. Ranging from high flow events during the rainy season to low flow in the summer months,
the river continually affects the beaches. The lagoon that forms behind the sand berm at the river
mouth fypieaty-has significant natural resource values, but the waters that rise behind the berm
in the rairy-summer and fall seasons can pose a flood hazard—Fhe-San-terenze-UrbanRiverPlan
seeressestaoseisages,

This BMP does not address the San Lorenzo River or its lagoon, and explicitly does not allow
activities pursuant to it within 100 feet of these areas, except to maintain the accessibility of the
City’s eastern emergency/maintenance vehicle and pedestrian access path, which begins at the
pedestrian walkway underneath the trestle bridge, and continues south adjacent to the Santa
Cruz Seaside Company’s eastern seawall until it connects to Main Beach. This important public
emergency vehicle and pedestrian access route is comprised of a sand berm that forms along the
seawall. In recent years, the sand that provides this access has been absent, and the City is
pursuing grant funding to study physical improvements to this pathway, which would allow for a
permanent accessway along this route (i.e. the “Main Beach Eastern Access and Adaptation
Project”), regardless of the amount of sand present in any given year. This BMP includes the
concept of this important public beach access, public safety and climate resiliency project. The
lagoon is managed by the City in partnership with and under permits from the California Coastal
Commission, California Department of Fish and Wildlife, Army Corps of Engineers, and Regional
Water Quality Control Board. The lagoon management activities are guided by the San Lorenzo
River Lagoon Interim Management Program.

B. Neary Lagoon.

The second largest flow of water onto the City's Main Beach is the discharge from Neary Lagoon.
The 14-acre lagoon is surrounded by an 850-acre urban drainage basin. Neary Lagoon
management is regulated by the Neary Lagoon Management Plan (NLMP), a component of the
City's General Plan/Local Coastal Program (GP/LCP). The lagoon is managed as a unique natural
habitat with important recreational and educational resources for residents and visitors. An
important function of the lagoon is the retention of storm water runoff and flood control. The
NLMP and the BMP interface in relation to the manner in which Neary Lagoon storm water
discharge is managed across Cowell Beach to the Pacific Ocean. At the beginning of the dry
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season, the City may use mechanized equipment on the beach to close-off the Neary Lagoon
discharge. Subsequently, dBuring the dry season, the lagoon’s discharge is diverted to the
treatment plant by way of a by-pass line (that runs only if the water level is high enough in the
lagoon). The City may divert lagoon water to the treatment plant during the “wet weather
season” if the plant has adequate capacity, including both hydraulic and organic loading. This is
done upon occasion to maintain consistent lagoon levels, and to minimize pump operation and
discharges to the beach, in addition to treating the water prior to discharge. The dry weather
diversion to the plant is important for the receiving water quality because during the spring and
summer months the bacterial levels in Neary Lagoon tend to increase primarily due to the
reduced freshwater flows into the lagoon and the presence of many birds that utilize the lagoon.
Thus, this water is diverted to the treatment plant for treatment in lieu of being discharged to
Cowell Beach.

If Neary Lagoon water levels go too high, the City may use pumps for a period of time to re-
establish the natural flow of lagoon waters across Cowell Beach. Mechanized equipment may be
necessary to groom the beach to accept drainage from Neary Lagoon. Specifically, when the
lagoon reaches the elevation of 5.5 mean sea level (MSL), the City initiates its sequence for
opening the storm drain outlet for Neary Lagoon where it meets Cowell Beach just upcoast of the
Santa Cruz Wharf. At that time, the City provides e-mail notices to a variety of agencies,
interested parties, and City staff. City staff also physically monitors the discharge and delivers
warning to persons in the water and on the beach before the pumping operation actually
commences. During the wet weather season, the Neary outfall will independently operate as the
lagoon reaches its spilling point.

C. Private Property. Three major private property holders (the Santa Cruz Seaside Company, the
Dream Inn Hotel, and the Ideal Bar and Grill Restaurant) are located directly along Cowell and
Main Beaches. Drainage flows originate at these properties from time to time and from varying
activities (e.g.; eutdeersheweruse~washing of decks; and flood abatement)._ Additionally, a
drainage infiltration box was installed near the volleyball courts on Cowell Beach in around 2010,
and another has been proposed as part of the La Bahia Hotel (215 Beach Street) project’s off-site

drainage plan.

The Santa Cruz Seaside Company has installed a drainage pipe at the east end of the Boardwalk
(and facing the San Lorenzo River) that dewaters its basement of river water via a sump pump.
The Santa Cruz Seaside Company also has two emergency bypass discharge pipes facing the
ocean underneath Neptune’s Kingdom and Coconut Grove, which are used in high flood
situations only.! Most of these temporary drainages occur on a seasonal basis and during a heavy
flood or high water level period in the San Lorenzo River lagoon.

1 The permitting status, potential health impacts, and general appropriateness of these
drainage/discharge pipes (as well as the other non-point sources identified below) are currently
being assessed by Commission staff, and changes to these pipes appear likely within the term of

this plan.
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Other modes of drainage to and across the BMP area are less well known. These include potential
flows to the beach from outdoor rinse showers located along the perimeter of Cowell and Main
beaches, deck and amusement ride washing from the Seaside Company staff, and from various
restaurant and hotel activities. More information, however, is necessary to fully gauge the size
and scope of these discharges, and in turn how to reduce or mitigate for them. Ideally, all
potential runoff from these private property owners should flow into the City’s sewer system for
treatment off site. Therefore (and besides what is allowed per the BMP in sections above), absent
of further knowledge about these activities, this BMP does not explicitly allow for these types of
discharges.

SECTION X. INTERDEPARTMENTAL AND INTERAGENCY COORDINATION

This section deals primarily with common interactions the City maintains with other public and
private businesses. The City encourages cooperation and consultation with internal and external
groups to enhance the viability of recreational experiences for visitors and residents alike.

A. Adopt-A-Beach

The City is an original participant in the California Coastal Clean-up and Adopt-A-Beach programs.
The programs are effective in assisting the City in maintaining the beach as well as offering the
public the opportunity for public service. Historically, the City has donated staff and access to the
landfill, and has been active in encouraging groups and individuals to participate in the program.
The Parks and Recreation Department; acts as the beach manager for the City of Santa Cruz
bBeaches.

B. Seabright Beach Coordination

Twin Lakes State Beach, also known as Seabright Beach, is located within the city limits but is
operated by the California State Department of Parks and Recreation. The City's Lifeguard and
maintenance services staff maintain a close working relationship with the State Parks-Service
staff on matters of mutual concern. Communication is maintained through the Parks and
Recreation Department and the Fire Department’s Marine Safety Division and the State Lifeguard
office. These issues may include but are not limited to:

San Lorenzo Point Maintenance
Mott Street Access Maintenance
San Lorenzo River Issues

Public Safety Issues

C. Santa Cruz Wharf Coordination
Issues relating to the Santa Cruz Wharf and Beach operations are handled through the in-house

staff process. The City follows all guidelines currently established by agencies such as the Coastal
Commission relating to both operations. The Marine Safety Division of the Fire Department and
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the Parks and Recreation Department’s Wharf Crew will continue close association with both the
Police and Fire Departments for security and public safety.

D. Private/Public Coordination

The City will continue to inform the public of significant projects or impacts and encourages input
into the decision making process in a timely matter. This is most commonly handled by the Parks
and Recreation Commission through meetings and public hearings or through City Council
meetings. The Parks and Recreation Department regularly meets with major beach property
holders to cover issues of mutual interest on the beach.

E. Sea Level Rise Coordination

The City will continue to study and develop policies and actions to respond to climate change and
adapt to sea level rise. The City plans to undertake a project to more comprehensively identify
and coordinate coastline specific adaptation strategies. Future LCP updates may include
recommendations for programs, policies, and actions that can achieve resilient coastal access,
use, and beach management. Staff does not anticipate that any of the future study’s
recommendations will affect the activities covered within the Beach Management Plan’s five-
year timeframe.

COWELL AND MAIN BEACHES AREA MAP
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Commission approve language in the plan which would allow for the Parks and Recreation Director
to authorize nighttime beach access restrictions on Main and Cowell Beaches for a five-year period.
If approved, the Director would be able to restrict public access to the dry sand portion of the beach
from midnight to an hour before sunrise. During these nighttime hours, members of the public
would always be allowed to cross the dry sand portion of the beach to reach the wet sand portion of
the beach or water, but other activities may not be allowed on the dry sand. The wet sand portion of
the beach (where the sand is wet as a result of the wash of waves or tidal action) and the water
would always remain open. The City Council has adopted similar restrictions on Cowell Beach since
2013 and more recently on Main Beach for a six month period ending in March 2020. The beach
hour language in the draft 2020 Beach Management Plan is intended to provide the City of Santa
Cruz more local control of the beach hours to help address community concerns on Main and Cowell
Beaches such as narcotic use, alcohol consumption and abuse, defecation, urination, littering and
trash, fires, water quality, camping, vendor storage, and drug paraphernalia.

We are Santa Cruz Tenant Power.

We are writing this letter to oppose the appointment of Darius Mohsenin to the Community
Advisory Council on Homelessness. Mr. Mohsenin is not fit to serve on a body that discusses
policy concerning some of the most vulnerable among our community. He is a landlord to
many Section 8 voucher holders - while he would have you believe this makes him a nice man
who cares about poor people, his track record shows otherwise.

Mr. Mohsenin is a good example of a local slumlord. He was forced some years ago by the
city to shut down one of his rental properties to repair a walkway and balcony that was in
danger of collapsing. His lack of proper maintenance displaced the people and families living
in 6 units in the building. As people involved in discussing housing and very poor people in
this community, CACH members must know how difficult it is for Section 8 voucher holders
to find a home here. Mr. Mohsenin's negligence placed his tenants in an emergency situation
where they had to scramble for new places to live.

Mr. Mohsenin's lack of concern for tenants extends beyond those he rents to. Darius has a
more recent history of opposing changes to city law and budgets that would protect tenants
across Santa Cruz. In early March of last year, he opposed a city grant to the newly founded
Tenant Sanctuary tenants' rights counseling program, arguing that a different organization
should have received those funds. Tenant Sanctuary was the only organization responding to
the city's request for proposals for tenant counseling.

Mr. Mohsenin was also a loud opponent of the Measure M campaign, the 2016 ballot measure
intended to pass a law limiting rent increases and evictions in the city of Santa Cruz. Research
demonstrates that such laws protect poor and working tenants, actually preventing an increase
in houselessness in high and increasing-cost housing markets like Santa Cruz. Mr. Mohsenin's
opposition to Measure M took the form of dog-whistle racist flyers informing readers that drug
gangs and other criminals would move in next door to you if the measure passed - it used an
image of heavily tattooed Latinx people in prison uniforms to illustrate it's point.

In addition to his behavior as a landlord, Darius' personal history is concerning to us. A google
search of his name shows an arrest for 2 counts of violating a restraining order. A short trip
through the county superior court's online portal shows multiple cases of Darius being sued for
civil harassment. This in addition to his behavior listed above is extremely concerning. What
does it say that someone who opposes protections for already vulnerable people in this
community has a history of harassment.

Darius's presence on the Council would strip it of any legitimacy as an authority on issues
facing houseless people. We strongly oppose his appointment to the CACH and will take
further action to prevent it.

We are writing to express our concern about the application of Darius Mohsenin to serve on the CACH.
We believe the appointment of Mr. Mohsenin would discredit the committee and deter houseless people
and those most at risk of houselessness from fully participating.

Mr. Mohsenin has a record of public statements disparaging low-income renters. During the campaign for
rent control in Santa Cruz, he distributed a flyer which stoked fears using racist stereotypes:
https://www.kron4.com/news/santa-cruz-landlord-faces-criticism-over-racist-flyers/

Whether or not he personally harbors racist beliefs, the fact that he was willing to traffic in racist
stereotypes to achieve his political goals should be of concern to this committee.

Mr. Mohsenin stated at the last CACH meeting, as a Section 8 landlord, he can and does move people
into homelessness. Here is a documented case where his failure to maintain one of his rental properties

resulted in tenants being displaced: https://www.santacruzsentinel.com/2014/04/03/santa-cruz-red-tag-
forces-tenants-to-move-out/

While tenants of Section 8 housing currently do have some legal protections, it is mainly up to the tenants
themselves to enforce these protections through the legal system. Mr. Mohsenin has ample access to
legal representation when defending himself from tenant claims, as a search of the Santa Cruz County
Court portal will show. However, he has attempted to block funding that would level the playing field for
low-income tenants in the city. He vocally opposed city funding for Tenant Sanctuary, a nonprofit
providing free counseling and legal services to tenants regardless of their immigration status (The other
main legal services provider in Santa Cruz, is prevented from serving undocumented tenants). This
should be a matter of great concern for your committee, since access to legal services for all tenants is
important in preventing homelessness.

At the last CACH meeting, several references were made to Mr. Mohsenin’s possible appointment as
counting toward representation of the nonprofit sector on the committee. The definition of a nonprofit
entity is clear and Mr. Mohsenin'’s real estate investment and management business does not meet this
criterion. While he accepts thousands of dollars in government subsidies each month, Mr. Mohsenin is in
business for profit.

While we accept that currently there are few alternatives to the system of Section 8 subsidies to private
landlords, it is a very poor substitute for real public housing. And Mr Mohsenin in particular does not
represent its most public-serving aspects and should not be involved in future policy guidance.

Carson’s latest stop is yet another signal that the administration is keen to take a hands-on approach to people who sleep on the street. Advocates say that the government is looking closely at ways to turn former correctional facilities and federal buildings into shelters, a controversial approach backed by Robert Marbut, the newly appointed White House czar on homelessness."








The Trump Administration appointed Robert Marbut to head the U.S. Interagency Council on Homelessness (USICH) in December 2019.  He was an aid to President George H. W. Bush, former San Antonio councilman who claims he was influenced by his neighbor, Max Lucado, Pater of the Oak Hills Church. NPR's Rachel Martin interviewed the consultant after he had been hired by Ft Lauderdale, Florida to justify the city’s arrest of  World War II veteran Arnold Abbott and a number of Food Not Bombs volunteers for violating a law restricting the sharing of food with the hungry in public.





Marbut starts his 2014 interview telling Martin “If you give cash out on the street, generally of about 93 percent of it goes to alcohol, drugs and prostitution. And if you give food on the street, you end up in a very convoluted way, but still an important way, you end up preventing people from going into 24/7 programming.





The new director of the USICH has helped popularize the theory that cities should ban “street feeds” because sharing food on the street “enables” the homeless who, because they are addicts and mentally ill, can only get help by going to a Navigation Center to get “wrap around services” with “ 24/7 programming”. 





 “If [it] was working, California should have the lowest numbers in the country, and it should be reducing,” he told The LA Times after becoming director of the USICH. “And instead for the last five years, it has gone the other direction. So you can’t tell me it’s working. ... To me, it’s that simple.” 





Vice’s Emma Ockerman writes ”One California shelter he advocated for was a former jail densely packed with bunk beds. Another shelter he boosted in Florida, called Pinellas Safe Harbor, was described in a 2014 report to the United Nations Committee Against Torture as a “cruel, inhuman, and degrading” choice for homeless people there. The shelter was bare-bones and required homeless people to sleep on the floor before “earning” a bed."





Marbut is the perfect choice to head Trump’s Homeless agenda.  The White House released a report on homelessness in September 2019, announced a change away from the Housing First policies adopted by HUD and the Interagency Council on Homelessness. City Lab’s Kriston Capps “Going forward, the administration appears to be leaning on a prominent role for law enforcement, with a focus on shelters that sequester homeless people away from downtown in large, centralized facilities.”





“One advocate for a Washington, D.C.-based housing organization says that HUD has narrowed its focus to a list of 24 cities and states, all of which have large numbers of unhoused people sleeping outside. Most are located on the West Coast, where Trump has sought to embarrass progressive officials by intervening.” Santa Cruz is on that list according to City Lab.





The Trump Administration stepped up its campaign against the homeless this fall.  In an article, “Trump pushing for major crackdown on homeless camps in California, with aides discussing moving residents to government-backed facilities”  a White House aide told the Washington Post during a September 11th tour of an empty government hanger that “We’re not rounding up anyone or anything yet” 


At the same time Newsom’s Homeless Taskforce co-chairs, Sacramento Mayor Darrell Steinberg and Los Angeles County Supervisor Mark Ridley-Thomas have been advocating even more repressive policies including “a right to shelter, obligation to accept” proposal. In mid January Newsom announces a Homeless State of Emergency followed by headlines that “California Governor Wants Truce With Trump in Homelessness Fight”. 





The pace of new proposals has quickened since the first of the year. “We are long past the time that everything we do around homelessness should be optional," said Sacramento Mayor Darrell Steinberg, a co-chair of the task force, announced on January 13th criticizing the current approach that relies on local governments acting voluntarily. 





Newsom’s Council of Regional Homeless Advisors is calling on the state Legislature to introduce a November 2020 ballot measure that they are pitching as putting the burden of homelessness on state and local governments helping “their residents experiencing homelessness by providing interim and permanent housing.” Task force members said a ballot measure is necessary because the mandate requires a constitutional amendment. A study on how Californians feel about the proposed ballot measure which currently includes a 12 month sentence in county jail if an unhoused person refuses their obligation to accept shelter. 





The White House is not the only one making noise that those who live outside need to be removed from the streets. California Democratic leaders are considering a plan to make it illegal to live outside aggressively promoting the idea that the homeless will be obligated to accept shelter. “I don't think there's anything wrong with saying that living on the streets is not a civil right, that you have to come indoors. How we enforce that, work on that, will be for debate and discussion and a lot of good work ahead,” announces Sacramento Mayor Darrel Steinberg and Co-chair of Governor Newsom’s new homeless task force on July 17, 2019.


Steinberg’s LA Times Oped says, “First, we need to establish the legal right of all people to sleep inside either through executive, legislative or court action. Establishing this right is a necessary prod for our state to build sufficient shelter. Second, we need to establish an obligation for those camping on the streets or on the riverbanks to come inside. And third, we need to have enough places to house ― even temporarily ― those who don’t have access to shelter, because the courts have been clear that cities and counties can’t enforce illegal camping laws unless shelter is available.”


At the same time Steinberg was suggesting people should be obligated to accept shelter his city was filing briefs asking the Supreme Court to overturn the Ninth Circuit Court of Appeals ruling in Martin V Boise. Forced acceptance of shelter in government facilities and removing everyone from the streets may be one way western municipalities could comply with the Appellate Court ruling.





Santa Cruz has its own version of the good cop, bad cop homeless policy public relations campaign most notably in Chief Mills cynical sponsorship of the Martin Luther King Jr March and requests to post homeless advocate Rabbi Phil Posner’s beautiful article on his 39 days in a Mississippi jail as a young Freedom Rider.





The day before the Santa Cruz Police evict the self managed camp behind Ross Chief Andy Mills posts, “ Let’s be clear, for the police to be effective, the public must willingly follow the law.”  He continues, “The City’s anti-camping ordinance was suspended by the City Council, in the spirit of full compliance with the Ninth Circuit’s recent decision in the Martin v. Boise case, which held that the Cruel and Unusual Punishments Clause of the Eighth Amendment precludes the enforcement of statutes prohibiting sleeping outside against homeless individuals with no access to alternative shelter.” 





Then he suggests a solution for the city to get around Martin v Boise.  “There are some laws we can pass to control some of the behaviors associated with fostering a culture of lawlessness.  On November 26, Council will take up for consideration an amendment to the current camping ordinance currently being written by the City Attorney, in collaboration with the Police Department.” Nearly half the Santa Cruz Police force arrived early on Friday, November 15th to evict the 75 or more people who had made Camp Phoenix their home.





Still the fact that the homeless showed that they could provide for themselves frightened city officials. At the November 26th City Council meeting City Attorney Tony Condotti attempted to justify a new emergency camping ordinance saying that city attorneys across the state agreed that they could comply with Martin v Boise by letting people set up tents on public property during the evening possibly reflecting a discussion by City Attorneys at the May 9, 2019, League of California Cities meeting on Homelessness at the Hyatt Regency in Monterey, California.   A week later special guest and new Santa Cruz Mayor, Justin Cummings told the CACH that the emergency was over now that “Ross Camp 2.0” had been evicted giving the committee more time to fashion an anti-camping law that would meet the requirements of Martin v Boise even though the closing of the camp was in fact the beginning of the emergency for those who found safety at Camp Phoenix. 





On a cold damp December 16th evening outside the Calvery Episcopal Church  Cooper and Russell tell of how they watched the police snap their tent poles and slice holes in their tent as they were returning from the toilet.  As they share their frustration a group of desperate people interrupt to ask for blankets. Thankfully people had donated blankets and coats to the Santa Cruz Homeless Union and they were able to help. 





That same day people talked of how the Supreme Court let the Ninth Circuit Court of Appeal ruling on Martin v Boise stand. The LA Times reported in that morning’s paper that, “For communities across the West hoping to gain some legal leeway to deal differently with homeless people sleeping on their streets, the U.S. Supreme Court on Monday dealt them a setback that, at least for now, maintains the status quo” offering another opportunity to confuse the public in this brutal war against the poor. 





“Advocates for people who are homeless considered the decision a victory as news came down. Theane Evangelis, Boise’s lead counsel on the case, disagreed, saying in a statement that, “the 9th Circuit’s decision ultimately harms the very people it purports to protect.”





But Santa Cruz had not let the September 4, 2018, Ninth Circuit Court of Appeal ruling get in the way of inflicting cruel and unusual punishment on those who cannot afford housing nor would the Supreme Court’s refusal to hear the case change the city’s harsh policies. The city had already stopped routinely issuing camping tickets and instead began issuing more trespassing, in park after hours, and smoking citations and continued to confiscate tents, blankets and other survival gear.





In a stark example of Anatole France’s famous quote, “The law, in its majestic equality, forbids the rich as well as the poor to sleep under bridges, to beg in the streets, and to steal bread” Santa Cruz Police Chief Mills claims his proposed laws are not directed at the homeless.  He tells those attending the first of a number of public meetings that his laws are designed to target nuisance behaviors  “The purpose is to control behaviors that affect our businesses, that affect our community, that affect our citizens – both housed and unhoused.” If a home owner erects a pup tent on a sidewalk before 10:00 pm they too would be violating his proposed Martin v Boise work-a-round camping ordinance. 





The Santa Cruz Sentinel’s Jessica York writes “Prominent among the ideas that Santa Cruz Police Chief Andy Mills plans to shop around the community, including the more than 50 people gathered Wednesday night at a Santa Cruz Neighbors meeting, is a revamped city no-camping ordinance. The new law, as discussed this week, may focus on restricting signs of daytime encampments in public locations from 7 a.m. to 10 p.m. The city’s Community Advisory Committee on Homelessness also has been seeking public engagement on a revised ordinance recommendation, due for city consideration Feb. 25.”





York adds Mills also suggests “expanding Pacific Avenue’s designation as a city “park,” subject to nightly curfews and escalating stay-away orders and that his police officers be given discretion to offer “diversion” punishments and/or upgrade infractions to arrestable misdemeanors in the field for repeat offenders.”


“Mills also elaborated on his plan to empower officers with more enforcement flexibility and discretion. He said of the approximately 11,000 tickets his officers hand out yearly, about 8,700 — some 79% — go to ‘people without addresses.’ Of those who receive tickets and are homeless, Mills said, 92% do not appear in court on the citations.”


“Because so many people fail to appear on their tickets, it’s not an effective strategy. What I’d much rather do is to divert them to keep them out of the justice system altogether,” Mills said. “A way of doing that is to give the officers discretion to hold the ticket and say, Saturday, if you come and help us clean up part of the city, let’s do something positive for the city, we will not send it over to the City Attorney’s Office for issuing.”





But the ultimate work around to the Martin v Boise’s rullinng might be to force those who cannot afford housing in to massive Navigations Centers and arrest those who fail to accept their obligation to go.  Former California Assembly Member Speaker pro tempore, Fred Keeley is the facilitator of the Santa Cruz Community Advisory Committee on Homelessness, a committee formed the evening that City Council voted to evict the 200 or more people from Ross Camp. He invited three homeless activist to breakfast to get our opinion on the construction of a homeless service center 4 or 5 times larger than the current Housing Matters facility on Coral Street.  He did not share his opinion on the issue. 


This December former Gap Clothing software developer, Duane Nason, launched a website for his project Citizens Again.   Nason’s Crowdsourcing page is looking for $3 billion,  “It's time to think differently to solve the homelessness crisis: instead of building 4,000 more shelters, Citizens Again is crowdfunding to build 1 city, catering towards America's entire chronic adult homeless population, and it will be quicker and cost billions less than current efforts. 





Like Marbut,  Steinberg and local Santa Cruz officials, Nason believes those who are experiencing homelessness need to be fixed and they know just how to do it. “Qualified citizens will choose to live in the City and are free to leave at any time. Some might want to stay forever. Others might just need a chance to get back on their feet to reenter society.” 





But what Nason is not saying  is that the authorities would never let the residents of his 300-acre City leave anytime they want. We know this because that is already the case with the shelters in most communities including here in Santa Cruz.





This is that moment in history where we must decide if we support the internment of the homeless for their own good or that it is time resist this slide towards the horrors of the past.

Regarding: Santa Cruz citizen input on new camping ordinance

Thank you for asking for input on the proposed new camping ordinance for Santa Cruz. It is
true that we need to find a location for allowable camping until enough shelter spaces have
been built. The current lack of camping ordinance has resulted in homeless people camping
all over the city: on sidewalks, in doorways, under bridges, in parks, beside highways, etc.

My primary criteria for choosing an allowable camping location is that it not be near a
playground. The city’s playgrounds are for children, many of whom are too young to know
not to pick up a discarded syringe. Even with our best efforts, there is just too much risk that a
child could become hurt or infected by detritus left around an encampment.

As a result, my strong recommendation for the allowable camping location is Pogonip. It is
not as close to services as some locations, but a shuttle would get people downtown in five
minutes. Pogonip is large enough that the encampment could be moved every month within
the forest in order for the city to do a thorough cleanup of the area. The trees provide shade
and rain protection, as well as privacy. An appropriately sized area near Highway 9 could be
marked out, portable toilets and hand washing stations could be provided, and a dumpster
supplied.

Dear Community Member,

The Central Coast District of the California Coastal Commission would like to inform you of upcoming
meetings regarding the City of Santa Cruz’s 2020 Beach Management Plan update. The City’s Parks
and Recreation Department maintains a Beach Management Plan which guides beach uses and
activities on Main and Cowell Beaches. Every three to five years the plan is updated and the City
needs to obtain a new Coastal Development Permit from the California Coastal Commission.

In this update, the Parks and Recreation Department is requesting that the California Coastal
Commission approve language in the plan which would allow for the Parks and Recreation Director
to authorize nighttime beach access restrictions on Main and Cowell Beaches for a five-year period.
If approved, the Director would be able to restrict public access to the dry sand portion of the beach
from midnight to an hour before sunrise. During these nighttime hours, members of the public
would always be allowed to cross the dry sand portion of the beach to reach the wet sand portion of
the beach or water, but other activities may not be allowed on the dry sand. The wet sand portion of
the beach (where the sand is wet as a result of the wash of waves or tidal action) and the water
would always remain open. The City Council has adopted similar restrictions on Cowell Beach since
2013 and more recently on Main Beach for a six month period ending in March 2020. According to
the City, the beach hour language in the draft 2020 Beach Management Plan is intended to provide
the City of Santa Cruz more local control of the beach hours to help address community concerns on
Main and Cowell Beaches such as narcotic use, alcohol consumption and abuse, defecation,
urination, littering and trash, fires, water quality, camping, vendor storage, and drug paraphernalia.

The Commission staff will be hosting an “open house” at the Commission’s office at 725 Front
Street, Suite 300, Santa Cruz, CA on Thursday February 13, 2020 from 2:00-300pm to discuss the
plan and any concerns you may have. Please RSVP to this email if you plan to attend. In addition,
the Commission will hold a public hearing on the matter at its March hearing in Scotts Valley
between March 11-13. Information on the particular location and day will be provided no later than
February 28.

“The governor is tasking state officials to identify properties that local governments, nonprofits
and other partners can use “on a short-term emergency basis” to shelter homeless people, in-
cluding Caltrans properties near freeways and roads, empty health-care facilities and county
fairgrounds.” - Governor Newsom’s January 8, 2020 Executive Order N-23_20

The Santa Cruz Homeless Union and Food Not Bombs proposes the formation of a self-man-
aged transitional camp in the area behind Ross to be called Camp Quintero. The parcel has
been identified as one of a number of public lands that meets the requirements of the Gover-
nor’s executive order. Nearly 100 unhoused people died in Santa Cruz in 2019.

The Santa Cruz Homeless Union and Food Not Bombs have experience supporting a self man-
aged transitional camp at this location. (We can be reached at 831-431-7766 or toll free at
1-800-884-1136)

Food Not Bombs has an insurance policy that insures the City of Santa Cruz, Santa Cruz Coun-
ty and Caltrans for $2 million.

The Santa Cruz Homeless Union and Food Not Bombs will visit the stores at Gateway Plaza
and the Tannery renters to explain the details of Camp Quintero. A solidarity day will be an-
nounced before the opening of the emergency camp.

The Camp Quintero council will meet before starting the emergency camp. The welcoming staff
will have a complete orientation before taking the volunteer position.

A welcoming table will be staffed 24 hours at the entrance. The welcoming staff asked everyone
to sign in and sign out and gave them a copy of the Five Basic Agreements. Everyone is free to
come and go as they wish. A sign with the Five Basic Agreements will be posted at the en-
trance. The agreements are based on the rules that had worked to make the homeless man-
aged Dignity Village in Portland a success.

1. No violence to yourself or others

2. No theft

3. No alcohol, illegal drugs or drug paraphernalia on-site or with in a 1-block radius

4. No constant disruptive behavior

5. Everyone must contribute to the operation and maintenance of the camp. Everyone must do
a minimum of 10 hours sweat equity a week.

A camp council made up of one officer of the Santa Cruz Homeless Union and five residents of
the camp will meet each day during the first 30 days. After that the council will meet once a
week. A map of numbered tents will be posted at the welcoming desk along with information on
other resources. A line of trees will be placed

At least ADA compliant portable toilet, two hand washing station and five standard portable toi-
lets will be placed along the paved area inside the fence.







A kitchen with a rodent secure pantry will be setup in an area near the entrance. All cooking will
be done in the common kitchen. Each residence will secure their personal food in a rodent proof
plastic or metal box inside their tent. A water tank with fresh drinking water will be provided to
the residents.

Tents will be placed to meet the local fire code. Wheelchair accessible tent sites will run along
the paved area. A wide path to provide for medics will be maintained down the center of the
camp. A fully stocked first aid kit will be at the welcoming station at all times.

Bright Vision Solar has agreed to install a solar powered charging station The Association of
Faith Communities has agreed to provide a shower trailer.

A stage and seating area will be installed to facilitate concerts, plays and other cultural events.
The area will also provide a space for the meetings of the camp council, religious services, lec-
tures, co-counciling, AA meetings, classes, job and housing clinics, workshops, GED, writing
and art classes, yoga, and other group activities. Quiet time will start at 11:00 PM each evening.

Community members have already agreed to lead a Sunday morning interfaith service and to
lead AA meetings. Information on other possible services will be posted at the welcoming desk.

A dumpster and recycling area will be placed near the entrance. Residents will not be allowed to
have more than four bike tire rims and a maximum of two bikes which will be locked near the
entrance and a bike maintenance area with bike repair stands will also be placed near the en-
trance.

Propane tanks and stoves can only be placed and used in the common kitchen area. Personal
belongings are to be in each residence’s tent or close to the front door. A self locking storage
space will be installed for items that cannot fit inside the residence’s tent.

A free store and library will be provided.

Two people will staff the welcoming desk making sure everyone feels welcome, signs in and out
and has a copy of the Five Basic Agreements.

A protective screen will be installed along the Caltrans fence to reduce traffic noise and exhaust.
A row of evergreens will be planted along the fence to help absorb the noise and exhaust. Each
resident will be encouraged to maintain a planter bed or potted plants at their tent site.

The sweat equity tasks include staffing the welcoming desk, a daily walk through to pick up any
discarded items and asking the other residence if there is anything the camp council can do to
provide support. Other tasks include maintenance of the portable toilets, the kitchen, and as-
sistance with the needs of other residents.

The camp will provide the daily count of number of residents, number of medical emergency
calls, number of participants in workshops camp sponsored programs and the monthly number
of people transitioning into housing.







A documentary will be filmed and produced to document the progress, problems and solutions.
Residence will have a weekly radio program. The camp will publish a monthly newspaper.

The Santa Cruz Homeless Union will hold a weekly meeting at the camp and provide survival
gear and monthly bus passes.

The residents will vote on the five members of the camp council every six months. The camp
council will address discipline issues to determine if a resident has violated one or more of the
Five Basic Agreements and will be responsible to ask the uncooperative resident to move out.

All residents dignity and independence will be respected at all times by all other residence.

AGREEMENTS: There are two sets of agreements that the Camp Quintero must follow at all
times:

Community Agreement: The internal agreements that list acceptable behavior for residents with-
in the Village (included in the back of this document).

Operational Agreement: The formal agreement between Camp Quintero and the City of Santa
Cruz that regulates what the Camp Quintero can and cannot do.

ROLES:Probationary Camp Quintero: A new resident undergoing a 4-week trial period, to make
sure that they can follow the Community Agreement before being fully accepted as a camper.

Camper: An individual or couple who currently resides at the Camp Quintero.

Camp Quintero Council Member: 5 to 7 residents elected to have additional responsibility and
authority in the Camp Quintero.

Camp Quintero Volunteer: A non-resident or prior resident who is trained to assist in the opera-
tion and maintenance of the Camp Quintero.

Camp Quintero Support Committee: A committee of Camp Quintero responsible for providing
oversight and support to Camp Quintero.
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Camp Quintero is a program of Food Not Bombs and the Santa Cruz Homeless Union, non-
profit organizations that includes a Board of Directors and volunteer staff. EIN 45-4549583

Non-Discrimination Policy:

1 CAMP QUAINTER GOVERNANCE

Self-governance is a core value of Camp Quintero. This means that the success of the Camp
Quintero rests on the participation of those who live here. There are three governing groups for
making decisions related to the management of the Camp Quintero.

They are:1) Weekly Camp Quintero Meeting (All Residents)Attendance at the weekly Camp
Quintero Meeting is mandatory for all residents. Issues related to the organization of the Camp
Quintero will be discussed and voted on at this time. Specific roles will be identified and filled in
order to maintain a safe and sanitary environment. The following applies to Camp Quintero
meetings:*Advanced notice with documentation must be provided to and approved by the Camp
Quintero Council for excused absences (i.e. work, school, medical).

+ Excused absences may vote on policy issues prior to the meeting through absentee ballot.

A quorum is established when over 50% of residents are present.

+ Any decisions made at the Camp Quintero Meeting must comply with the existing Community

Agreement, Camp Quintero Manual, and Operational Agreement.

« Amendments to the Camp Quintero Manual may be proposed at the meeting in writing. Pro-
posals will be voted on at the next meeting and require 2/3 majority vote to pass.

« Amendments to the governance and policy sections of the Village Manual must be reviewed
and approved by the Support Committee before taking effect.

- Expulsion from the Camp Quintero may be appealed at the weekly meeting (see appeal
process for more details).

+ 2) Camp Quintero Council - Elections are held during Camp Quintero Meetings to maintain a
Camp Quintero Council of 5 to 7 residents. To become a Council member, a resident must be
nominated by another resident. A majority vote of Camp Quintero present then decides which
nominees are elected. The elected term is two months. Council members may serve con-
secutive terms. Elections are to be staggered so that the entire Council does not change at
once, and members stepping down from Council should provide at least two weeks notice. A
Council member may be removed from their position by a majority vote at a Camp Quintero
Meeting for failure to perform the duties of a Council member.The role of the Camp Quintero
Council is to uphold orderly management of the Camp Quintero. A primary responsibility of the
Council is to act between meetings when urgent situations arise. There is to be a designated
“Councilor of the Day” as a point of contact for day-to-day operations.







« 2 The Council is not meant to have greater power than any other Campers. Those elected to
the council are simply given the task of responding to incidents when a Community Agreement
is broken, and enacting the appropriate level of intervention as specified in this manual. When
an incident occurs that is not described in this manual, it is up to the Camp Quintero Council to
determine the appropriate level of intervention.All Council decisions are potentially subject to
review by the entire camp at a Camp Quintero Meeting following the Appeal Process. In this
way, service on the Council is much like any other form of contribution to the operation and
maintenance of the camper. For incidents resulting in suspension or expulsion, the offender
must be given a chance to appeal before taking their leave —unless the Camp Quintero Coun-
cil considers the behavior to be a threat to the village.The Village Council is to hold at least
two regular meetings per week.Impromptu Camp Quintero Council meetings may also be
necessary to address urgent situations. Quorum to hold a Camp Quintero Council meeting is
to have at least 50% of members present, but an attempt must be made to notify all Council
Members. Representatives of Square

- Food Not Bombs volunteers may also attend these meetings, but may not vote.

+ 3) Food Not Bombs (Non-profit Organization) The main governing role of Food Not Bombs is to
provide oversight. The purpose of this is to ensure that the Community Agreement and Camp
Quintero Manual is being upheld. In cases where the Camp Quintero is not in compliance,
and the Camp Quintero Council has not taken action, Food Not Bombs may step in to take
action at its discretion. The Board of Directors and volunteers are also responsible for ensur-
ing that financial, legal, administrative, safety, and sanitation matters are being properly man-
aged. In 2016, Food Not Bombs formed the Camp Quintero Support Committee to lead and
facilitate this role, which includes representation from the Board, staff, villagers, and members
of surrounding community.

« CAMP QUAINTER SECURITY PLAN

« The Welcome Desk is the only gateway in and out of Camp Quintero and shall remain secure.
Staffing the front desk is one of the most important duties at Camp Quintero. This will be a
mandatory service of all residents. Only residents and Village Volunteers may enter the Vil-
lage unaccompanied. The Welcome Desk is to be staffed by at least two trained individuals
during open hours (8am-11pm). At least one person must be a resident. The second may be
a resident or a Camp Quintero Volunteer. Their primary role is to be the “eyes and ears” of the
Village during their shift.Staffing the Welcome Desk includes the following duties:*Answer
phone calls-Register visitors and locate a resident to accompany the visitor

« Document any disruption to normal operations in the Welcome Desk Log
« Inner perimeter checks

« For further details on this duty, see the “Welcome Desk Duties and Information” sheet posted
at the Welcome Desk

- The gate will be locked between 12am-8am. During this time, at least one person is to spend
the night at the Welcome Desk in case assistance is needed at the gate. In the case of an
incident, the resident on duty should alert the Camp Quintero Council. Weapons are not al-
lowed on the Camp Quintero site. Weapons are defined as firearms, knives (other than small







pocket knives with 4” blade or less or those used for cooking), explosives of any type, clubs,
or other striking implements. Chemicals such as Mace or Pepper spray must be checked at
the front desk.There are Three Stages of Response for maintaining a secure and orderly envi-
ronment within the Village. Stage 1 is the least severe and most common type of response.
Stage 3 is the most severe and least common type of response.

Stage 1: Camp Quintero Council - Camp Quintero Council members are responsible for main-
taining order when urgent situations arise. For a full description of this duty see page 2.

Stage 2: Camp Quintero - When Camp Quintero Council members are unable to gain the co-
operation of a disruptive resident, they are to contact the appropriate person from the Support
Committee. If that fails, the next contact is the Executive Director.

Stage 3: Santa Cruz Police Department - The Santa Cruz Police Department is welcome to
patrol the Camp Quintero if invited by the staff of the Welcome Desk or with a valid court or-
dered Warrant. In cases where the law is being broken and residents are unable to gain co-
operation of the offender, the police department will be contacted. The previous two Stages of
Response are to be tried first if appropriate. - Contact the Santa Cruz Police Department when
a person crime is committed or is in progress, or upon a victim’s request. The Camp Quintero
Council may resolve lower level crimes such as petty theft and minor criminal mischief.

INTERVENTION ACTION PLAN1) Complaints

a)When a complaint that is not technically a rule break, is cause for concern for members of
the Camper, the Council will meet with said Camper and discuss a plan of action to curtail the
behavior. We hope that early intervention will help prevent further and more severe action.

b)In cases of a complaint by one Camper against another when the complaint is not a clear
rule break, a third party mediator should meet with the complainant and the alleged offender to
discuss the issue and reach a resolution that is agreeable to both parties.

4 c) Any Camp Quintero may submit a complaint to the Council using the Complaint Form.

2) Rule Violations

a)When a rule break occurs, any Camper may write an Incident Report and submit it to a
Council member within 48 hours. The Camp Quintero Council is responsible for verifying that
the level of intervention is appropriate. At least two Council members should then deliver writ-
ten notice to the alleged offender. From there, the alleged offender has three options: 1. Ac-
cept the Incident Report with the proposed level of intervention

2. Request that Council provide a date at which they may appeal the decision.b)Minor rule vio-
lations (i.e. missed host shift, village meeting, bathroom shift, etc.) result in 4 levels of inter-
vention:oLevel

1 — Verbal Warning

Level 2 — Written Warning

Level 3 — 48-hour expulsion from Camper

Level 4 — Expulsion from Camp Quintero

d)Minor rule violations will be tracked for a 3-month rolling period.For example: If you missed a
shift on the 5th of October you would receive a verbal warning. If you missed another shift on







the 12th of November you would receive a written warning. If you again missed a shift on the 9
of December you would then be on a 48-hour expulsion. If you missed another shift on the 4
of January you would be permanently expelled. However, if your 4th missed shift was on the
6th of January it would be treated as a level 3 again. And if you had missed no shifts between
the 5th of October and the 6th of January the January violation would be treated as a level
one violation again.

- e)Campers reserve the right to work off minor rule violations by contributing extra hours to-
wards the operation and maintenance of the Camp Quintero. Missed host shifts may be made
up by working 2x the number of hours missed. The Camp Quintero Council may designate
requirements for other minor rule violations.

- f)More severe rule violations may require action at a heightened level of intervention even
though the rule violation may be a first offense. The Camp Quintero Council will deal with
these rule violations on a case-by-case basis unless defined in this manual.

+ g)All intervention actions require the agreement of a majority of Camp Quintero Council mem-
bers.

« h)In cases of expulsion from the Camp Quintero, where the Camper is not an imminent threat
to others, the Camper to be expelled will be given a reasonable amount of time to make
arrangements for their safety. No resident who is not an imminent threat to others will be ex-
pelled after 8pm.

- 3) Appeals
- a)Camper may appeal an Incident Report at the weekly village meeting. In cases of expulsion,
the appeal may include actions for addressing the problematic behavior that 5

Once items have reached the 30-day limit the Camp Quintero will determine the proper disposal
of said items during the next Camp Quintero Meeting.

4) ALCOHOL, DRUG, & PARAPHENALIA POLICY

a)Possession of alcohol: 48 hour expulsion (enrollment in an AA program may also be required
if Camp Quintero Council or Board deems necessary).

b)Other illegal drugs or drug paraphernalia, including needles (if no proscription for insulin or
other IV medications), pipes (used for anything other then tobacco or marijuana), and spoons
that have been used for “cooking” drugs: permanent expulsion.

c)Any other items suspected to have been used for drug related purposes will be dealt with on a
case-by-case basis by the Camp Quintero Council.

5) COUPLES POLICY

Couples must agree to abide by the following intervention policy if they have a fallout which re-
sults in one person moving out of a couple's unit. This must be filled out during the interview
process."We, the couple, in the event of a fallout resulting in an inability to live together and
causing one person to move out of couple housing, will agree to campers policy that

will move out of the couple's unit until a single’s unit is available."In
order to remain an active campers, the person who moved out of the unit will still need to do
their gate shifts, bathroom duties, extra hours, attend Camp Quintero meetings and pay their








own utilities. In exchange, the camper will do their best to secure the camper’s property in a
safe and dry location.After the camper moves into a single’s unit, when a second single’s unit
becomes available, the camper remaining in the couple's house will move into it, thus freeing up
the couple's house for a new couple.

6) PROBATIONARY STATUS POLICY

New residents undergo a 4-week probationary period to ensure that they are willing to follow the

Community Agreements before being fully accepted as a camper. The goal of this program is to

obtain a fair and objective view of the potential camper that removes the "popularity contest"

factor, and instead focuses on their willingness to be a contributing member of the communi-
ty.The camper will be given a mentor who will guide them through orientation and do a daily
check-in with the new villager to answer any questions or concerns that they may have. It will
also be the mentor's responsibility to counsel the camper when any issues arise so that the
concerns may be addressed. The mentor will meet with the Vetting Committee once a week to
advise them on how the new camper is progressing. After 4 weeks, Council, Vetting and at least

1 Support Committee member will hold a meeting where camper can express any legitimate

concerns, questions, and compliments about the new camper. After the meeting, council and

vetting will vote on whether to accept the new camper based on the following criteria:

1) Has the camper upheld their responsibilities, such as front gate, extra hours around the vil-
lage and bathroom cleaning duties?

2) 2) Does the camper have any incident reports? If so, can those be interpreted as part of the
learning process and will not be a continual issue?In certain cases the probationary period
may be extended by a defined period of time.Volunteer Work While on Wait List: Potential
camper who have passed the background check and interview process will be encouraged to
volunteer service to the camper to demonstrate a willingness to contribute and be a part of
the community. A list of projects will be made available to help guide potential campers. A
sign-in sheet will be maintained in order to supervise these projects.

7) MEDICAL & FAMILY LEAVE POLICY

Definition of Medical Leave: Medical leave is time off from camper duties, excluding utility pay-
ments that camper can use to address their health and safety needs without losing their camper
or residence status.Definition of Family Leave: Family leave refers to time taken off from camper
duties, excluding utility payments for the purpose of caring for an ill family member or to assist a
family member with crisis needs.Time allowed for Medical and Family Leave:

While on medical or family leave, if a camper is staying onsite, they will be required to pay their
utilities as normal. If they are not staying on full time at Camp Quintero, they are responsible for
paying a prorated amount for the time they are there.If the camper attends the weekly Camp
Quintero meetings, they retain their full voting rights. If they do not attend, they forfeit their vot-
ing rights for that meeting.How to apply for Medical and Family Leave: If a camper needs to take
medical or family leave, they will need to advise council of their needs as soon as they are able
in order to be granted leave. If a camper is staying on-site and needs more than 60 days, they
will speak to council and it will be handled on a case-by-case basis.

8) BATHROOM CLEANING POLICY - All Campers are required to sign up to share in the duty
of cleaning the village bathrooms, shower and laundry area.







. First refusal to sign up or to adequately complete this requirement will result in a verbal warn-

ing and villager will be required to sign up for two spots the following month.

. Failure to sign up for the 2 days in the following month or adequately complete the cleaning

duty will result in a written warning for the first violation and a 48 hour expulsion for the sec-
ond violation. The villager will again be required to sign up for an additional 2 days on the fol-
lowing month.

. Failure to sign up or adequately complete the cleaning duty would then result in a permanent

expulsion.

CAMP QUINTERO COMMUNITY AGREEMENT

Camp Quintero is a transitional village that provides a safe and secure place to be for those cur-
rently without housing. It is a self-governing community that is based on five basic rules:

No theft

No alcohol, illegal drugs, or drug paraphernalia

No persistent, disruptive behavior

Everyone must contribute to the operation and maintenance of the Camp Quintero.

For my own safety as well as the safety of others, | will not carry a weapon or act vio-
lently toward others or myself.

5. Since stealing is one of the most upsetting things that can happen in our community, |
will not steal and will make the members of the Camp Quintero Council aware of any
stealing | see. | will respect other people's property and community property and |
expect other people to respect mine.

6. | know that illegal drugs and alcohol use can damage my community. | agree not to
use illegal drugs or alcohol while residing in the Camp Quintero.

7. 1 will honor quiet hours from 11PM to 7AM so that others and myself can stay healthy
and rested. | understand that no personal guests will be allowed during that time. - |
want to live in a clean, litter-free, comfortable space where | can bring friends, family
and other guests. Also, | know that many communities such as ours get closed down
for "health and safety" reasons. | will keep the area in and around where | live clean
and orderly, and not store any personal items outside of my building footprint or allo-
cated storage space. | will help keep the community areas clean and will pick up after
myself and my pet, if | have one, and keep my pet leashed at all times. | understand
that only a limited number of pets will be allowed in the Camp Quintero in order to
maintain an orderly environment.

“The governor is tasking state officials to identify properties that local governments, nonprofits and other
partners can use “‘on a short-term emergency basis” to shelter homeless people, including Caltrans properties
near freeways and roads, empty health-care facilities and county fairgrounds.” - Governor Newsom’s
January 8, 2020 Executive Order N-23_20

The Santa Cruz Homeless Union and Food Not Bombs proposes the formation of a self-managed transitional
camp in the area behind Ross to be called Camp Quintero. The parcel has been identified as one of a number of
public lands that meets the requirements of the Governor’s executive order. Nearly 100 unhoused people died
in Santa Cruz in 2019.

The Santa Cruz Homeless Union and Food Not Bombs have experience supporting a self managed transitional
camp at this location. (We can be reached at 831-431-7766 or toll free at 1-800-884-1136)

Food Not Bombs has an insurance policy that insures the City of Santa Cruz, Santa Cruz County and Caltrans
for $2 million.

The Santa Cruz Homeless Union and Food Not Bombs will visit the stores at Gateway Plaza and the Tannery
renters to explain the details of Camp Quintero. A solidarity day will be announced before the opening of the
emergency camp.

The Camp Quintero council will meet before starting the emergency camp. The welcoming staff will have a
complete orientation before taking the volunteer position.

A welcoming table will be staffed 24 hours at the entrance. The welcoming staff asked everyone to sign in and
sign out and gave them a copy of the Five Basic Agreements. Everyone is free to come and go as they wish. A
sign with the Five Basic Agreements will be posted at the entrance. The agreements are based on the rules that
had worked to make the homeless managed Dignity Village in Portland a success.

1. No violence to yourself or others

2. No theft

3. No alcohol, illegal drugs or drug paraphernalia on-site or with in a 1-block radius

4. No constant disruptive behavior

5. Everyone must contribute to the operation and maintenance of the camp. Everyone must do a minimum of 10
hours sweat equity a week.

A camp council made up of one officer of the Santa Cruz Homeless Union and five residents of the camp will
meet each day during the first 30 days. After that the council will meet once a week. A map of numbered tents
will be posted at the welcoming desk along with information on other resources. A line of trees will be placed

At least ADA compliant portable toilet, two hand washing station and five standard portable toilets will be
placed along the paved area inside the fence.

A kitchen with a rodent secure pantry will be setup in an area near the entrance. All cooking will be done in the
common kitchen. Each residence will secure their personal food in a rodent proof plastic or metal box inside
their tent. A water tank with fresh drinking water will be provided to the residents.

Tents will be placed to meet the local fire code. Wheelchair accessible tent sites will run along the paved area. A
wide path to provide for medics will be maintained down the center of the camp. A fully stocked first aid kit
will be at the welcoming station at all times.
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Bright Vision Solar has agreed to install a solar powered charging station The Association of Faith Communities
has agreed to provide a shower trailer.

A stage and seating area will be installed to facilitate concerts, plays and other cultural events. The area will also
provide a space for the meetings of the camp council, religious services, lectures, co-counciling, AA meetings,
classes, job and housing clinics, workshops, GED, writing and art classes, yoga, and other group activities.
Quiet time will start at 11:00 PM each evening. Guests are asked to leave at that time unless otherwise agreed to
by the Camp Council.

Community members have already agreed to lead a Sunday morning interfaith service and to lead AA meetings.
Information on other possible services will be posted at the welcoming desk.

A dumpster and recycling area will be placed near the entrance. Residents will not be allowed to have more than
four bike tire rims and a maximum of two bikes which will be locked near the entrance and a bike maintenance
area with bike repair stands will also be placed near the entrance.

Propane tanks and stoves can only be placed and used in the common kitchen area. Personal belongings are to
be in each residence’s tent or close to the front door. A self locking storage space will be installed for items that
cannot fit inside the residence’s tent.

A free store and library will be provided.

Two people will staff the welcoming desk making sure everyone feels welcome, signs in and out and has a copy
of the Five Basic Agreements.

A protective screen will be installed along the Caltrans fence to reduce traffic noise and exhaust. A row of
evergreens will be planted along the fence to help absorb the noise and exhaust. Each resident will be
encouraged to maintain a planter bed or potted plants at their tent site.

The sweat equity tasks include staffing the welcoming desk, a daily walk through to pick up any discarded
items and asking the other residence if there is anything the camp council can do to provide support. Other tasks
include maintenance of the portable toilets, the kitchen, and assistance with the needs of other residents.

The camp will provide the daily count of number of residents, number of medical emergency calls, number of
participants in workshops camp sponsored programs and the monthly number of people transitioning into

housing.

A documentary will be filmed and produced to document the progress, problems and solutions. Residence will
have a weekly radio program. The camp will publish a monthly newspaper.

The Santa Cruz Homeless Union will hold a weekly meeting at the camp and provide survival gear and monthly
bus passes.

The residents will vote on the five members of the camp council every six months. The camp council will
address discipline issues to determine if a resident has violated one or more of the Five Basic Agreements and

will be responsible to ask the uncooperative resident to move out.

All residents dignity and independence will be respected at all times by all other residents and the public.

Dear Community Advisory Committee on Homelessness:

Disability Rights California (DRC), joined by the National Law Center on
Homelessness and Poverty (Law Center) and the American Civil Liberties
Union of Northern California (ACLU-NorCal), submit this letter in regards to
the report and recommendations that CACH has been asked to provide to
the Santa Cruz City Council. The issues addressed in CACH’s report
directly impact DRC's clients, two of whom are individuals with disabilities
experiencing homelessness in Santa Cruz. On behalf of DRC's clients, we
ask that you consider these issues and reject enforcement of ordinances
that criminalize the life activities that homeless individuals have no choice
but to conduct in public.

Santa Cruz’s anti-camping ordinance impermissibly criminalizes
homelessness.

The City Council recently suspended enforcement of Santa Cruz Municipal
Code Chapter 6.36 (“anti-camping ordinance”) in observance of the fact







that it violates the legal principles set forth under Martin v. Boise.! On
December 16, 2019 the U.S. Supreme Court denied the petition for a writ of
certiorari, leaving the Ninth Circuit decision to stand. The City Council now
seeks to amend its anti-camping ordinance to bring it into compliance with
Martin v. Boise.

While the City’s proposed amendments to the camping ban appear to be
an attempt to bring the ordinance into compliance with the Martin decision,
we wish to remind CACH and the City that the Martin case was an as-
applied challenge to Boise’s camping ban. In other words, the Martin case
challenged how Boise’s law is enforced, not the language of the law itself.
Thus, a law that is constitutional on its face may still be unconstitutional in
its enforcement. Moreover, enforcement of the camping ban may not only
violate unhoused persons’ rights under the Eighth Amendment, but also
other constitutional and statutory rights. Rather than expend energy on
revising the City’s camping ban, the City would be far better off spending
those resources on expanding places where people can lawfully, stably,
and safely live and meet their basic human needs until permanent housing
is available to them.

As discussed in our November 26, 2019 letter to the City Council (see
attached), the anti-camping ordinance criminalizes homelessness. We urge
CACH to recommend to the City Council that it should not amend the
ordinance, but repeal it entirely. As a public safety measure, the ordinance
is simply unnecessary. All of the social harms that the ordinance purports
to address—illicit drug use, theft, violent activity—are already prohibited by
other laws on the local, state, and federal level. The anti-camping
ordinance does not provide any additional societal good; rather, its effect
imposes civil and criminal penalties on those who live and sleep outdoors
because they have nowhere else to go. Instead of amending the ordinance,
the City should focus its resources on developing and implementing real
solutions to homelessness that do not rely on law enforcement. We
encourage the development of outreach practices that incorporate a
reasonable accommodation process to serve homeless individuals and
provide them with a pathway to more stable housing, financial security, and
access to consistent healthcare.

1 Martin v. City of Boise, 902 F.3d 1031 (9t Cir. 2018).
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The City should address homelessness by providing services and
support.

Over the past few months, CACH has invested many hours in engaging
with the public and developing ideas to address the needs of the homeless
population. Nine of these ideas were presented to the City Council on
December 10, 2019. Many of CACH’s recommendations are aimed at
expanding unhoused persons’ access to stable, adequate places to meet
their basic human needs until housing is available, which is consistent with
evidence-based best practices and the policy recommendations made by
the Law Center in Housing Not Handcuffs 20192 and Tent City USAS3,
Specifically, the following recommendations would greatly improve the lives
of our clients and those in similar positions:

Relocation of the 1220 River Street shelter: Though the 1220 River Street
shelter was insufficient to meet the needs of all of the city’s homeless
residents, it at least provided a significant resource for many individuals
who had no place else to go. The closure of that shelter has exacerbated
an already difficult situation. We encourage the City to continue to help
fund shelter programs that allow individuals a place to rest without constant
fear or threat of citation.

Creation of new low-barrier, accessible shelters paired with social services:
The shelter system that currently exists in Santa Cruz is woefully
inadequate to meet the needs of its entire homeless population. Many
shelters are not ADA-compliant, and many have administrative barriers that
bar those in need from accessing services. We encourage the City to invest
resources into creating new shelter beds that are low-barrier and
accessible to people with disabilities, and to pair that shelter with outreach
practices that provide appropriate wrap-around social services for
homeless individuals. As discussed in our November 26, 2019 letter to the
City Council, even an ADA-compliant shelter may not be a suitable
placement for individuals with certain disabilities. In those circumstances, a
skilled outreach case manager could identify more appropriate housing
options for individuals who are not able to access the City’s shelters.

The City should not use the creation of new shelter beds as a justification
for the continued criminalization of homelessness, but should instead look

at long-term solutions for homelessness that include pathways to services
that are necessary for stability.

Installation of portable toilets and hand-washing stations: Maintaining good
health is an arduous task for people experiencing homelessness. One of
the most significant barriers to staying healthy is maintaining good hygiene
when there are so few public restroom and shower facilities available. Like
many people experiencing homelessness, one of DRC’s clients has a
medical condition that would be relatively minor but for the fact that she is
unable to clean herself regularly. The inability to clean oneself dramatically
increases the likelihood of infection and prolonged iliness, which in turn
puts a strain on public resources when individuals need to be hospitalized.
Installing portable, accessible toilets and hand-washing stations throughout
the downtown area will allow people experiencing homelessness to relieve
and clean themselves in a safe and sanitary manner, improving public
health outcomes.

In compliance with the City’s recently adopted Health in All Policies (HIAP)
ordinance?, we encourage the City Council to view homelessness as a
public health issue rather than a crime. We applaud the City’s adoption of
HIAP and believe that the recommendations contained in this letter are
consistent with efforts to improve the health of Santa Cruz residents. The
City Council should put HIAP into action by implementing policies that
eliminate homelessness by meeting the needs of the homeless, not
criminalizing them.

Dear Mayor Watkins and Councilmembers:

Disability Rights California (DRC), the National Law Center on Homelessness
& Poverty (Law Center), and the American Civil Liberties Union of Northern
California (ACLU) submit this letter jointly in opposition to the proposed
changes to the City of Santa Cruz’s camping ordinance, Chapter 6.36. Though
we agree that the City’s current camping ordinance does not conform with
legal standards, such as the requirements in Martin v. City of Boise, the
proposed amendments do not cure the current ordinance’s defects. Instead,
they represent more of the same punitive approach to homelessness that has
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failed the City in the past. The proposed amendments will further harm
homeless residents who would be far better served by investment in
constructive, proven solutions to homelessness.

In addition, the proposed amendments create new barriers for homeless
residents in the City by criminalizing activities such as sleeping, sitting, and
lying in public spaces when the City lacks appropriate alternatives. These
policies have a disparate impact on homeless people with disabilities, such as
DRC'’s client — a homeless resident with multiple disabilities who resides in the
City of Santa Cruz.

In light of the arguments described below, we urge the Council to refrain from
enforcement of Chapter 6.36 entirely until it has completed a thorough
analysis of the needs of the homeless population in Santa Cruz, in direct
consultation with people experiencing homelessness in the City, and
established a comprehensive system of supportive services that is responsive
to the needs of homeless individuals, including homeless individuals like
DRC'’s client, who has multiple disabilities.

Criminalization Of Homelessness Violates The Eighth Amendment’s
Prohibition on Cruel and Unusual Punishment

It is well-established law that punishing individuals for their involuntary status
violates the Eighth Amendment’s prohibition against cruel and unusual
punishment.! Several courts have concluded that anti-camping ordinances
violate the Eighth Amendment when those ordinances punish behavior that is
an unavoidable consequence of being homeless, such as sitting, lying, or
sleeping in public.? These courts have held that where there is no other
adequate, accessible place for a homeless person to be but on the street,
criminalizing such behaviors amounts to an unlawful criminalization of their
status as homeless.?

Though the proposed amendments to chapter 6.36 purport to comply with that
legal principle, the fact remains that the City of Santa Cruz lacks sufficient
housing and emergency bed space to shelter all of its homeless residents on
any given night. The City’s continued effort to address homelessness through
criminalization is not only inefficient , expensive, and ineffective, but it is also

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unlawful. While the proposed amendments lessen the punishment for violation
of the ordinance, they provide for sentence enhancements where a person
can be found guilty of a misdemeanor for receiving two citations within a 48-
hour period. Given the broad definition of “camping” in the ordinance, it is
expected that homeless individuals could be cited frequently for merely
sleeping, sitting, and/or lying down in public, creating a situation in which they
are criminalized for unavoidable resting behaviors associated with
homelessness. For these reasons and those discussed below, we urge the
Council to cease all enforcement actions of chapter 6.36 until the City is able
to provide safe, reliable, and accessible shelter for all of its homeless
residents.

The Proposed Amendment To 6.36.020 On Daytime Encampments Is So
Overbroad And Subject to Discriminatory Enforcement That It Is
Unconstitutionally Vague

A law is unconstitutionally vague when it fails to specify a standard of conduct
and, “as a result, men of common intelligence must necessarily guess at its
meaning.”* The proposed amendments do not provide an ordinary person with
sufficient notice as to what conduct is prohibited, leaving a person to guess at
the ordinance’s meaning and scope. While the stated “Purpose and Intent” is
to limit “camping” in public space, the proposed amendment’s definition of
camping is so broad that it seemingly prohibits such innocuous behavior as
laying out a blanket in the park during a family picnic, taking a brief nap while
reading a book, or temporarily setting up a tent to shield oneself from the sun.
The ordinance’s sweeping ban on “camping” is therefore unconstitutionally
vague in violation of the Due Process Clause.

Furthermore, the broad scope of the ordinance leaves too much discretion in
the hands of law enforcement to determine when unlawful camping occurs,
which will inevitably lead to arbitrary and discriminatory enforcement. Under
federal law, a criminal statute is unconstitutionally vague under the Due
Process Clause if it will lead to arbitrary and discriminatory enforcement® and
where it provides inadequate standards to govern the exercise of law
enforcement discretion.®

Proposed chapter 6.36.020 is unconstitutionally vague under this standard.
For example, it prohibits the setting-up of bedding or cooking equipment with

the intent to remain in that location overnight. It is almost impossible for an
officer to determine with any reliable accuracy how long a person setting up
bedding or cooking equipment intends to remain in a location. An officer is
therefore likely to rely on stereotypes, assumptions, or preconceived ideas to
determine a person’s intent. The overbroad language of the ordinance places
too much discretion in the hands of officers, which leads to discriminatory
enforcement. We therefore urge the council to refrain from enforcement of the
restrictions on daytime encampments until adequate measures are taken to
prevent its discriminatory application.

The Proposed Amendment To 6.36.030 On Nighttime Encampments
Does Not Contain Sufficient Protection For People Experiencing
Homelessness, Particularly Those With Disabilities

The proposed amendment to chapter 6.36.030 on nighttime encampments
creates new procedural protections for people experiencing homelessness.
Unfortunately, these amendments are insufficient to protect adequately the
needs of people experiencing homelessness, particulary those with
disabilities.

Title 1l of the ADA provides that “no qualified individual with a disability shall,
by reason of such disability, be excluded from participation in or be denied the
benefits of the services, programs or activities of a public entity or be
subjected to discrimination by any such entity.”” Under the ADA’s broad
language, a “program, service or activity” includes within its scope “anything a
public entity does.” Services and programs of a city include the ability to enjoy
the city’s public spaces.® The City’s proposed chapter 6.36 so wholly fails to
accommodate people with disabilities that it amounts to a discriminatory
program under the ADA. Accordingly, we urge the Council to refrain from
enforcing its ban on overnight camping until it develops adequate procedural
safeguards for people with disabilities.

The proposed amendments demonstrate a fundamental lack of understanding
of the barriers that people experiencing homelessness face in accessing
shelter. Specifically, proposed chapter 6.36.030(d) provides that the
prohibition on nighttime camping will not be enforced against a homeless
person if: “(1) there are a greater number of homeless individuals in the City of

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Santa Cruz than the number of available beds in shelters, AND (2) at the time
the citation is issued, the person has no actual and immediate access to
adequate temporary shelter.” For purposes of that section, “A person has
actual and immediate access to shelter if that person has the financial means
to pay for that shelter and/or shelter is realistically available for free.” But,
6.36.030(f) states: “[tlhe Police Department...shall not be required, to
transport the person to the available shelter location.”

Without transportation and an assessment of an individual, the offer of an
available shelter is illusory. Overall, the shelters in Santa Cruz do not comply
with the requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA). If the
proposed amendment is adopted, it will place people with disabilities in the
difficult position of choosing between an inaccessible shelter that is not
suitable to their needs or being arrested under proposed chapter 6.36.030(f)
for declining services. Without any consideration of disability-accessibilty or
appropriateness of offered placement, the ordinance allows the police
department to proceed with enforcement “[i]f the individual declines the
offered placement.”

Many homeless individuals, like DRC’s client, have post-traumatic stress
disorder and other disabilities that are exacerbated by crowded, chaotic,
unfamiliar settings like shelters. It is not uncommon for a homeless individual
to be admitted to a shelter, only to willingly leave or be forcibly removed when
the conditions of the shelter trigger feels of anxiety, trauma, or even a
psychotic episode. In addition, shelters are typically segregated based on
gender, and few allow for opposite-sex couples to remain together. This poses
a significant problem for individuals with disabilities whose partners are also
their caregivers. Moreover, shelters oftentimes do not accept service animals
or emotional support animals. People with disabilities who are reliant on their
emotional support animals to assist with symptoms of their disabilities will
frequently choose to remain unsheltered rather than give up their emotional
support animal to enter a temporary shelter. The proposed amendments to
chapter 6.36 contain no protections for people experiencing these types of
disabilities.

Persons with disabilities have fewer options for accessible and medically-
appropriate housing and emergency shelter. Homeless people with disabilities
are also less able to comply with the no-camping ordinance and are thus at
greater risk of liability, raising serious questions about the City’s compliance
with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA).
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The Proposed Amendement To 6.26.080 On Removal And Storage
Deprives People of Their Property Without Due Process

We take issue with and vehemently dispute the blanket assertion in proposed
chapter 6.36.080 that unattended encampments are a public nuisance.
Encampments are the inevitable result of a government’s refusal or inability to
address adequately the needs of its most vulnerable residents.

We have many concerns with the proposed language of chapter 6.36.080.

First: The standard operating procedures to be established by the City Council
should be the result of a thorough analysis of the homeless experience and a
medical needs assessment, drafted under the lens of providing housing and
supportive services—not law enforcement.

Second: While we agree that the reasonableness of a notice period depends
on many factors, to comply with the Fouth Amendment’s ban on unreasonable
seizures there should always be a minimum notice period between a request
to remove personal property and the confiscation of property, to give
individuals sufficient time to retain life-sustaining property, such as a tent or
medical supplies. Any determinations of a reasonable notice period should err
on the side of giving the public more notice, not less.

Third: The requirement in proposed chapter 6.36.080(b)(2) that a person
receiving notice sign an acknowledgment creates an unnecessary new liability
for people experiencing homelessness. An individual does not need to sign an
acknowledgment for the City to comply with due process requirements. This
requirement puts an individual at risk of citation when their inability to sign or
lack of understanding is interpreted as “refusal.”

Fourth: Proposed chapter 6.36.080(c)(1) contains an exception to the notice
requirement for “personal property which poses an imminent threat to public
health or safety, is contraband, or is evidence of a crime.” Given the extreme
hardship that loss of personal property creates for people experiencing
homelessness, in particular people with disabilities, this exception is far too
broad. Any exceptions to the notice requirement should be as narrow as
possible to prevent the unjustified loss of personal property.

Fifth: Proposed chapter 6.36.080(c)(2) lists the “personal effects” that must be
removed from the encampment after the relevant notice period has expired.
When the City conducts its encampment sweeps, homeless individuals in
Santa Cruz report of personal effects and medically necessary equipment,

such as wheelchairs, being seized and destroyed. Furthermore, Santa Cruz
does not have adequate procedures in place for homeless individuals to
reclaim their property if seized by law enforcement. The difficulties of getting
to and from the site where property is being stored can itself be a tremendous
burden for homeless people, particularly those with disabilities. The City must
develop policies and procedures for reclaiming property that provide adequate
due process and are accessible to people with disabilities.

The City Must Develop Policies On Homelessness That Include
Healthcare-led Outreach And Are Rooted In The Provision Of Supportive
Services, Not Law Enforcement

The County and City of Santa Cruz have created and adopted evidence-
based models— such as, the Housing First model and Whole Person Care
project—that include short and long term strategies to solve the issue of
homelessness. These models are consistent with the Encampment Principles
and Practices developed by the Law Center and adopted by the Los Angeles
Homeless Services Authority.’ We urge the City to continue along the path of
using evidence-based models and set aside punitive strategies and
ordinances, such as enactment and enforcement of its Camping ordinance.

The City adopted the Housing First model in its HUD Consolidated Plan."’
The Housing First model calls for “an approach to quickly and successfully
connect individuals and families experiencing homelessness to permanent
housing without preconditions and barriers to entry, such as sobriety,
treatment or service participation requirements.”'? Paired with the County of
Santa Cruz’s “Whole Person Care” project (WPC)'3, homeless individuals
could obtain housing services, management of health conditions, and wrap-
around supportive services. WPC is authorized and funded for 2020.

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In addition, we note that a separate item on the agenda for the November 26,
2019 City Council meeting is a motion to 1) accept the Health in All Policies
(HIAP) Evaluation Report and Recommendations, 2) introduce for publication
an ordinance adding Chapter 6.02 to the Municipal Code, 3) adopt the HIAP
Implementation City Council Policy, and 4) direct staff to return with an
Implementation Work Plan by the first meeting in January. We applaud the
Council’s consideration of HIAP and wholeheartedly support its adoption into
the municipal code. Adoption and implementaton of HIAP is exactly the type of
approach that we recommend in responding to the homelessness crisis.
While we recognize the Council’s efforts to introduce procedural and
substantive protections for people experiencing homelessness, we note that
the Council continues to engage with the issue of homelessness from the
perspective of criminalizing homelessness without fully embracing other
initiatives in the City and County that involve more long-term strategies.

To approach the problem of homelessness from the perspective of
criminalization puts the City and law enforcement in an oppositional
relationship to members of the public it purports to serve. Rather than
amending ordinances to justify the citation and arrest of homeless individuals,
we urge the Council to undertake a considered, thoughtful analysis of
homelessness and the barriers that people experiencing homelessness face
when attempting to access services. Until that time, the City should refrain
from enforcement of chapter 6.36 and other ordinances that have the effect of
criminalizing the homeless.
